A dark, rainy boisterous day; the ground
scattered with branches of trees, torn by the
fierce storm from the parentjstem ; a bad day to
start on a journey, even in a civil ised part of the

world, where a warm fire, dry clothes, and a

good supper would probably follow. Most peo
plo would consider it much worse where the
destination was the forest the best shelter, a

few yards of canvas ; and the bed, the wet moss
a', the fo t of a tree. This, however, was the
selected day, in preference to all others, for a
start on a tnoone hunting expedition. The vio-

lent gale, which had now lasted two days, I
knew would moderate on the third, and, in all

probability, be followed by a perfect calm. The

bright October moon was at its full; therein had
saturated and softened the moss and the toil in

the woods, thereby rendering the tracking more

easy and more noiseless; the
leaves, which but a few days ago decked the for
est with every variety of color, now strewed the

ground, no longer obstructing the view. For
these reasons, then, did I leave the capital of Xo-v-a

ing the Indian's wigwam, as I had fondly hoped
io do tint evening, very problematical ; and so

it came to pass that, after pushing along for

somo six hours, darkness surprised us about
four miles from our destination ; and as travel-

ling ovc bullock roads in a btato of inundation,
on a dark night, is a proceeding calculated to end
iu a fracture of necks, or at any rate, of wagon,
I pulled up, at a settler's fdiauty, providentially
near lit hand, and obtained shidU-- for the niht

The house in which I thus sought hospitality
was built on no extensivo scale, yet was a good

specimen of a small farmer's habitation iu this

part of the world. Jt was a wooden edifice,

consisting of one large room, with a kind of loft

above, accessible only by a ladder. In one cor-

ner of the room w as a bed, thu place of repose
for the fanner, his wife, and perhaps two young-
est children ; the others shook themselves down
in (lie apartment cbnvc. A common American

stove, with n pipe which passed through both

room), licatcu the house, cooked tlic dinner,
boiled the water for the tea pot, baked the bread,
dried the vrt clothes. il at the suite time.

night by unroliiivr my blanket and stretching it

before the fire, politely refusing the pressing
of the "good n.au" cf the house to

Khar? his 'couth.

I was ly awakened next morning by the

farmer bringing in wood fo replenish the stove.

My first impulse was to g-- i to the door and have
look t the weather. It wiu as I had hoped

and predicted: nil traces of the storm of yester-

day ha l not entirely uisnpp eared heavy clouds
were still hanging over Iho landscape; hut a
soft wind was blowing from tho west; a suspi-
cion of sunshine in the east. Altogether it wa.

one of those inorniiifrs, when you know by your
own feelings more plainly than by any visible
indication of the weather, that it is going to be a
fine day.

I5y the time I had brca'.f.t: led, a young Indian
made his appearance at the door, nnd in a very
few words informed mo ho war, to be my guide
for the present A handy fellow enough was
Jim Cope, dressed in a ragged blue coat, through
which peeped glimpses of a red shirt; grey
homespun trowscrs, the ends of which were
lucked into his stockings, and all tHitlv bound
over with ,,,c deerkin thonis of his moccasins ;

his long black hair straggled over his face, and
fell on his shoulders, giving him an air of con-

siderable wildness; his frame, though spare and

slight, was well knit and muscular, for an Indi-

an ; his power of carrying bundles wns some
what remarkable, and very few hunters could

bring out a heavy quarter of moose vt ith more
ease and quickness. By his advice my horse
and wagon were sent back to town : and my
traps being divided by Jim into two parts, and
neatly packed up in the Indian bundles, he
shouldered the heaviest, and took the lead. I,

bidding adieu to my kind host, followed with
the small bundle and the two guns. A walk of

brought us to the shore of a
small lake, at the lower end of w hich stood a
disused saw mill, the lower parts of w hose tim-

bers had been carried away, and a great deal of
drift timl-o- r had accumulated. In a little creek
lay the canoe which I concluded was to be our
means of transport

I may here mention, that there is hardly any-

thing that an Indian dislikes alout a white man
so much as cliatting and talking when on the
inarch. Anxious, therefore, to win the good
opinion of my guide, in silence I placed my bun-

dle in the middle of the canoe ; in silence took

my place, paddle in hand, iu the bows. Jim

It was now my turn to
lauglt, for surely never did an elderly savago go
through such a performance us my companion
did. Uo shouted and danced like a madman,
and it was some time before I could induce him
to assist me in putting the poor animal out of its
pain by (lie hunting knife.- When this was
done I had the satisfaction of finding both bul-

lets lodged in the neek, passing through the
vertebra-- , nnd severing the) spinal marrow. It
was too late now to look for tho calf, which was
found by rfio Indians a few day a afterwards;
the bullet had entered the chest, and lodged near
tho heart; yet thus desperately wounded, the
little beast hud managed to run two miles, and
swim a lake before he succumbed. This second
bull was a larger and older ono Ulan the last,
but his antlers were not nearly so fine ; ho was
a noble beast, though. I must confess lo some

passing feelings of contrition at so wantonly de

stroying the pcaco of an innocent family ; my
comfort wns that none w ere left to mourn all
had shared the same fate. The sun was down,
and wc returned to tho camp joyful, bearing
with us tho cow's heart, as a treat for supper.
Jim's grief at not being with us was excessive;
he had heard our shots, but our sport greatly

In consequence of
a message r.ent by Jim, tho man was expecting
mc, and the horse-- was ready for the start lly

my two friends good bye, nnd what was much
more es.'c'.itii.l to them, paying them handsome-

ly, I set out for town, and made my triumphal
