GEORGIA: MILLS ON SHOUT
TIME.

Lumber Trade Journal.

The recent action of the associated
mills in Georgia to run four days a
week was a wise one. The tendency .

to crowd production in prosperous
times like the present is always evi
dent and such over production invaria
bly counteracts in time all of the
benefits of the increased demand.
Looking at this fact from the stand- -

polut of the public it does not make
so much difference, but from the
standpoint of the lumber operator it
presents one of the most serious proli-- .

s of his business. The decision of
tho Georgia mills will have an Import-
ant bearing or) the trade from the
fact that it involves about 150 con-

cerns and also because it is to be con-

tinued Indefinitely after the 10th of
next month.

This brings up a matter several
times referred to by the Journal as
one worthy of consideration, and that
is the practice of ruuning saw mills at
night. We cannot pretend to advise

lumberman specifically regarding
the conduct of bis individual business,
but considered in a general way we
believe the practice of running a mill
day and night prejudicial to the trado
at large and eventually to the opera-
tor who does it. In the first place no
mill can be operated steadily without
rapid (.eterioralion; secondly, the
night shift cannot make lumber as
profitably or as well as the day run.
Taking the broader view, too, the run-

ning of a mill nights adds just that
much to any surplus of production
which affects the entire trade and the
night runner as much as any. Again
the mill is consuming its timber re-

sources just twice as fast as the one
tiling operated during the usual hours.
In case there is a ten years' supply of
timber under ordinary conditions of
procedure the night run would whit-
tle it down to five years. The extra
value of this timber ten years hence
over what it will be worth during the
coming live years is conceded by all fa-

miliar with the timbor situation in
this country to be large.

These are merely heads, as It were,
to the many arguments which might
be developed as against this practice.
The opposite course of iestrcting

of increasing the output of
lumber as adopted by the Georgia
manufacturers we believe to be tbe
wiser of the two by far.

Chicago's Best Route to Asia.

That the canal across tho isthmus
must be and will be constructed is as
certain as tlie great Valley of the
Mississippi, and just now people arc
beginning to realize its possibilities.
The route to Asia and Africa from
thc.heartof North America Is thruiiifh
the Gulf of Mexico. .

The heart of North America Is the
great valley bounded on the west by
the Ilocky Mountains, on the east by

the Alleghany Mountains, north by
the Great Lakes and south by the
Gulf.

The export products of America,
corn, wheat, pork, beef, cotton, coal,
run and produce are within the great

valley, and must move by the shortest
and cheapest lines of transportation
to the markets of the world through

e Gulf, across the isthmus Into and
over the Pacific. The importations
from those distant countries must II nd

the shortest route to the heart of
America. That commerce is going to
find the shortest routes from the pro
ducer to the consumer is as inevitable
as that the shipper will seek the cheap-

est freight route by which he can
transfer his goods. As we have desig
nated the great Mississippi Valley as
the heart of North America, we will
designate Chicago as tho center of
heart.

Chicago is 912 miles from New Or
leans and the same distance from
New York. A train loaded with grain
or other field or forest products at
Chicago, destined for export to South
America, Asia or Africa has its choice
to go to New York or other Atlantic
ports or to lind Its route across the
Gulf by way of NeW Oilcans or other
Gulf ports.

What Inducement Is offered In favor
of one or the oi her routes ? Distance
is equal to the point where the cargo
is changed from the railroad to the
ship, but distance is not all that the
railroad operator has to consider when
he makes his schedule of rates. II
must count tho cost of operating His

trains, which is measured by the obsta
cles be has to overcome in his route to
the sea. From Chicago to New York
by the shortest line, every pound of
freight, Including the weight of cars
ind locomotives, must be elevated
over the mountains, requiring an ele
vation of many hundreds, if not thou
sands of feet.

Again, a train pulling out of Chicago
for New York with the temperature'
it zero must not expect to find a tem
perature more favorable than zero on

its route, and coal must be provided to
overcome not only the steep grades
over the mountains, but the tempera-
ture incident to climate. .

Again, where Is the coal required to
run tbe train from Chicago to new
York r,o be found? Along its route?
No, it must be procured from distant
stations and stored along the route at
a cost of long hauls, over steep grade
n ice-cla- cars.
Let us compare tlie route to New

Orleans. There is no mountain to
climb. It is virtually a. down-hil- l or
evel haul, a rising temperature with

coal fields along the route.
We need not go to tbe auditor of

railroad accounts to learn the differ-

ence in cost by tho two routes. Ask
tlie fireman who shovels the coal Into
tho furnace, ho can tell you which
mute lie prefers.

We are wasting Ink In comparing
the cost of operating 912 miles of rail
road north from Chicago with the
same distance south.

We may, however, call attention to
the fact that the train loaded with
products for export by way of Atlantic
ports, must first be transported from
forest fields and mines south and west
of Chicago, while the train loads for
Gulf ports are gathered from St. Louis
south and west of Chicago, reducing
the distance for train loads coming
south to an average of half or two-thir-

of the 912 miles.
What Is tbo condition when Gulf

ports are reached? The saillngdistance
Is reduced to the shortest line. New

Orleans was built before railroads
were a means of transportation. The
Mississippi River und tributaries
afforded the only transportation lines

available for tho commerce of the
great valley. This was tho reason for

cities locating on tho rivers. When

railroads began to be bulltthcy started

from cities and.rnuted to cities for the

two good reasons that commercial cen-

ters afforded both the means and the
commerce required to build and main-- ,

tain the roads. At that stage of pro-

gress cities dominated lines of road,

and do so until this day. '

but light draught vessels could enter,
commcrco demanded deeper water and
the Immortal Eads suggested tho Jet
ties and procured the grant required
to make them.
