The President's Message.

Hie President's message which we suppe
most of our readers have read before this, be-

ing rather too long for our columns will

le condensed so well as we are able to do it

in somewhat smaller space.
Tlie rrei lent commences by saying that

the interest with which the peoplo anticipate

the assembling of Congress and the annual

message of the Executive, affords proof of their

capacity to realize the hopes of the founders

of our present system of Government, "at
once complex and symmetrical."

Since the adjournment of the last Congress

no material change has takn place in our
diplomatic relations with foreign governments

though tjuuitiotis or great interest are pend-

ing at several courts, yet it is believed all

these will be amicably settled. Though the
flnheiy difficulties are stiirunseltled,yet our

Minister at London has instructions to do all

he can, and a favorable issue is coufilently

looked for. A commission is also siting in

London for the adjudication of claims preferr.
ed by' American subjocts against the English
and vice verm. The attention of congross is

called to the necessity of fixing nnd marking
our northwest boundary line especially be-

tween the teritory of Washington nnd the a

British provinces adjacent
Wilh Franco our relntions are most'friend-l- y

and some removal of existing restrictions

on our commerce with that county, is recom-

mended. With Spain, our relations are most
prosperous, though occasional disturbances
nriso between that Government and our own

citizens, owing to the proximity to our

shores of her Islands of Cuba and l'orto Itico,
Thoso difficulties arise principally from the
Captain General having no power to settle dis-

putes without referring to his Government at
home and a removal of this tedious plan of

settling disputes will bo strongly urged by our
Minister at tlie court of Madrid. All filibust-

ering expeditious will be promptly put down

whenever discovered. The payment of Span-

ish eli.imi for loss of Ship Amistad, is strongly
recommended. In the matter of Kosta, the
President rei Urates his approval of Ingraham's
conduct and in all similar cases will stand by

the principles set forth in Marcy's Hulseman

letter. There is prospect ' of greatly enlarg-

ing our commercewith China and other Asiat-

ic nations nnd our commissioner to this gov-

ernment is instructed to advance the interests

of trade so far as in his power. With Mexi

co several causes of dispute "exist particularly

the Iwundary question in which the President
sustains Gov. Lane's courso nnd expresses the

h"ie that our minister w'll succeed in set

tling everything peaceably,

Our Minister to Brazil has instructions to
push the subject of free trad e up the Amazon

and procure if possibk such concessions from

the Unuilian Govern ment aa will throw open
in a proper manner this great highway, of
commerce. In Paragua and Uraguathe nav.

INCIDENTS OF THE YELLOW FEVER,

In the hurry and bustle of business life,

when not checked by retarding circumstanres,
or the direct hand of Providence, we are ant,
in our eager desire to forward our earthly for-

tunes, to overlook the nicer sensibilities of the
heart, and suffer them to be overgrown and
Binothered by the tares of selfishness. And it
seems that God, in the infinitude of his wis
dom, in order to nourish in his creatures the
tender plant of charity aud other christian
graces, snnetimes visits them with what we
are wont.to call great calamities, but which a
christian poet has said, are " mercjes In dis
guise." And such would seem to have been

the nature and purpose of the late epidemic

' Here we see a paper which, in its accounts

ter, meats, chickens, die, were at the Bervice of

the suffering, while his own dwelling house

afforded an Asylum for one family, and a

omfortable house in his quarter for another,

surrounded witii alt tno comiorts ot lite.
Within six hundred yards of his house, dur-

ing the worst period of tho epidemic, a whole

family were prostrated, with no one to admin
ister even necessary comforts, save the physi
cian, Col. Green and his estimable lady. After
four whites had died, and the remaining two

and nerly all the servants, ware still prostra-
ted, he offered to employ; a nurse, at his own
expense, and at any price; who would attend
them till discharged by the physician. After
this he furnished the nurse with provisions
from his own table, and all the nourishment
the convaloscing whites and blacks received
for two weeks, free of any charcre whatever.
These and a thousand similar and greater
deeds of benevolence has he performed,, both,
during the epidemic aud through life, receiv

ing lor uis rewaru wie consoiaum oi uaving
benefitted his fellow man, and often no. one is
aware of his charities save the recipients.

isuch instances of ecu ume nobleness of soul
are rare, aBd the knowledge of one such gives
us a higher opinion ot .fallen human nature
a better appreciation of the purposes of life.

e can believe inou to be . the noblest work
of God," when clothed in such a garl) we
can nnd an munite deal more of beauty in exis-
tence, and divesting ourselves of all skepticism,
realize much of heaven upon earth.
