Experimentis nlopg the line of egg
production show that the pullets from
the time they are six months old un-
til they are 18 months old lay twice
as many eggs as will hens three and
four years old in the same length of
time. .

It has been found by keeping & eare:
ful account that it costa from 55 to
75 cents a year to feed a hen, If, when
well cared for, she only lays about
seven doven a year, it is readily seen
that there is but lttle profit in keep
ing her for the production of eggs.
The well-cared for pullet laying 14
dozen eggs annually is much more
profitable, as the last seven dozen
she lnys will all be left for profit, al-
lowing the first seven to pay for her
bonrd.

A large flock of pullets would be a
very profitable investment if well
housed and fed, but the mnjority of
farmers do not give sufficient care In
cold weather and do not expect to get
eggs except through spring and sum-
mer. At thig time the old hens per-
haps Iny as well as the pullets, but
it wonld be much more profitable to
keep fowlé that lay during the en-
tire year.

The hen that moults late in the fall
is most usunlly an invalid all winter
and It would be economy to sell her
at any price unless she is o speclal
favorite for setting and raising chick-
ens. Such hens (those thut are good
mothers), should be kept until they
die of old age, as they are useful and
usually very searce. They should be
marked with metual Jeg bande.

One reason go many farmers allow
their flacks to consist of hens of all
uges Is that they cannot raise enough
in one yeur to replace the old ones
If mixed breeds were kept the old
anes could be exchanged at the mar-
ket for pulletg, which would be much
better management, but we do mnot
recommend keeping mixed breeds.
Thoroughbred stock is so much more
sutignctory and more profituble—
Ohio Furmer.
