to yard or barn manure  as 8 compost,
the boues e the 1o feement
soppewhat, and the bt engenderod Hib-
erates the phosphoric acid and nitrogen,
which is absorbod by the maaure and
wiven out wore quickly to plouts when
Lrought into contaet with them,  Clood
practice and the list selentific authori-
b ies have united in reeommending this
us the best treatiment for geound bone
sl the best manner of e applicition to
plants.  Fifty pounds of gronnd lone to
a vord of nunare would be cufficient

Suil for Sugar Beets,

The beel riquires & deep, permiable
soil, for its roots penetrate decply inte
the ground and are ahundantly supplied
with fine fibres throngh which it receives
its nourishment. If the soil does not
pernit the root to grow down deeply the
top will be forved to grow above the
ground, and the crown which grows out
of ground in nearly worthless for sugar
mrpees, A llmrll, sandy  Jonm is the
st oMl to produce bects rich in sugar,
They will, however, grow on a variety
of saille, and any soil which will plow
and subsoil o the depth of twelve or
fifteen inches is 4 good best soil.  Avoid
all wet lunds and muck bottoms as on-
suitable,  Boets will not flourish on wet
lands, and what grow are not swoet.
Muck bottoms produce large tops bnt
small roots with little sogar In them.
