| Senorira EveEsiA pE Tesa, or -as she is
more usally known, M’lle de Montijo, is the
daughter of a nobleman who belonged to one
of the most eminent families of the Spanish
aristocracy—that of Palafox—and who dis-
tinguished himself in the civil war of 1823,
under the title of the Count de 'I'eba. At
that time he became acquainted with Miss
Maria Kirkpatrick, the dashing and hand-
some daughter of a Scotch gentleman, who
‘held the post of Consul of tlee Uniged Sta-
at Malaga. - A love affair and a] romantic
marriage was the consequence.  The new-

made Empress is the daughter of this Span- |
ish grandee and Maria K1rhpatrlck who is

The. name of Ericsson now takes rank

with Franklin, Fulton, Watt, Morse, and
dhwwbeaehators of mankind. Heds
a man of 50 years of age, of a muscular,
well develnpuq and strongly knit frame; he
is of middle size, has a firm tread, a person
who gives the assurance of reserved strength
|and a head with all: the proper intellectual
developments, the I tigh forehead and promi-
nent brow, marking the man of thought
and (he philosopher; he has a dark ecom-
plexion of hair somewhat whitened by time,
black eyes, introspective and reflective rath-
er than observing, & decisive mouth, and
the mixed temperament, eombining the ner-
vous and billious, which distinguishes the
powerlul in action and steady in endtttance.
His head raises in a phrenological summit
of benevolence; he was heard to remark, the
only sign he gave of self-gratulation on his
triumph, that he was proud to be the means,
through his invention, of saving life,

He was bern in Sweden, in 1803. Ile
carly showed a taste for mechanies, and at
the age of eleven attracted the notice of
Count Platen, who obtained for him a eadet-
ship in an éngineer corps. He afterwards
entered the Swedish army, and was employ-
ed in the survey of northern Sweden.—
While ocedpied with his favorite study of
mechanics, he projected his flame engine.
In 1826, be visited England While thero
in 1820, he competed for the prize offered
by the Liverpool and Manchester railway
for the best locomotive, and produced an
engine that abcomplished the wonderful
speed, that time, fifty miles an hour. His
propeller, his semi-cylindrical engine, his
centrifugal blower, his distance instrument
for measuring distances at sea, his dydros-
tatic guage, his pyrometer, and other in-
genious inventions, have altéady made the
name of Ericsson " fam scientifio

by men of science as an impracticability,
and as involving the absurdity of perpetnal
motion. Faraday, Brunel, and Ure, after &
short resistance, finally conceded the prac-
tleability of the invention, and Faraday en-
dorsed the caloric engine in those famous
lecures of his, before the London Institue.
