South Carolina Legislature.
Report of the Committee on Federal Rela

tions upon the communication or the Gov-

ernor transmitting a lejtsr from Samuel
'Hoar, an agent from the State of Mas-

sachusetts.
The Committee on Federal Relations, to

whom was referred the communication of
his Excellency the Governor, transmitting
a letter addressed to him by Samuel Hoar,
an agent of the State-o- f Massachusetts for
certain purposes, submitted the following
report:

By an Act passed on the 10th day of De-

cember, 1835, the General Assembly en-

deavored to guard against the introduction
of free negroes and person. oftr into
ihis Slate upo-r-rtcfp- of public policy
,0Vfmg her safety and, her most vital in-

terests. The right of excluding from her
Territories conspirators against the public
peace, and disaffected persons whoee pres-

ence may be dangerous to her safety is cs
sentiol to every government. It is every
where exercised by Independent States.
and there is nothiifg in the Constitution of
the United States which forbids to South
Carolina the right, or relieves this Lcgis;
lature of the duty of providing for the pub
lie safety.

Massachusetts has seen fit to contest this
right, and has sent an agent to reside in the
midst of us, whose avowed object is to de
feat a police regulation essential to our
peace. 1 his agent comes here, not as a
citizen of the United States, but as the em
missary of a foreign government, hostile to
our domestic institutions, and with the sole
purpose of subverting our internal police.
We should be insensible to every dictate
of prudence, if we consented to tho rest
denee of such a missionary, or shut our
eyes to the consequences of this interfer
ence with our domestic concerns.

The union ot these States was formed
for the purpose, amqpg ptbee things, of en-

suring domestic tranquilityand providing
for the common defence, and in considera-
tion thereof, this State yietded the right to
keep troops or ships of war in time of
peace, without the consent or uongress, but
while thus consenting to be disarmed, she
has in no part of the constitutional compact
surrendered her right of internal govern
ment and police, and on the contrary there-
of, has expressly reserved all powers not
delegated to the United faiates, not prohib-
ited by it to the Slates.

The State of Massachusetts denominates
as citizens those persons for whose protec-
tion her tender solicitude has devised this
extraordinary mission. Yet if it were ad-

mitted that they are citizens of that State,
your Committee cannot suppose that she
will challenge for them greater rights, im-

munities and privileges within our territo
ries than, are enjoyed by persons of the
same class in South Carolina.

But your Committee deny that they are
citizens within the meaning of the Consti-
tution, nor did Massachusetts herself treat
as citizens persons of this class residing
within her limits, either at the adoption of
the Constitution or since; but on the con
trary, they were subjected to various disa
bilities from which her other inhabitants
were exempt.

Your committee cannot but regard this
extraordinary movement as part of a delib-

erate Rnd concerted scheme to subvert the
domestic institutions of the southern States,
in plain, violation of the terms of the na
tional compact, and of the good faith which
ought to subsist bet ween the parties there-
to, and to which they stsnd solemnly
pledged.

Your committee recommend the adoption
of the following resolutions:

Resolved, That the right to exclude from

their territories seditious persons, or otners
whose presence may be dangerous to their
peace, is essential to every independent
Stste.

Resolved, That free negroes and persons
of color are not citizens of the U. States,
within the meaning of the constitution,
which confers upon the citizens of one
State the privileges and immunities of ths
citizens in the severs! Slates. 7

llesolved, That the emissary tent by the
State of Massachusetts to the State of South
Carolins, with the avowed purpose of in

terfering with her institutions and disiurb- -

ing her pesce, is to t regarded in the
character he has assumed and to ts treated
accordingly.

Resolved, Thit'his Excellency, the Gov-

ernor be requested to expel from our Ter
ritory the said aent sf:er due notice to

larger lorce. 1 he number 01 men employ
ed in our Navy is regulated by an act pas
sed in 1814, and its provisions are entirely
too contracted for the present state of the
country. It allows a maximum of but 7,
500 men. The Secretary of the Navy very
properly suggests that ihe number be., in
creased to 9,000. We should think 10,000
not too many. 1 lie navy is emphatically
the right arm both of commerce and agri
culture, and is a force of which we need
never be jealous. New Orleans and6 the
whole west have a speciil interest in the
navy end its enlargement. It is a matter of
pride that we have in charge of that De
partment of the Government a Secretary of
great ability and industry, and of enlarged
and liberal views.

Efforts are making to employ American
hemp exclusively in the Navy, and so far
the experiment has been successful. A
national ropo walk is to be erected at tho
Memphis - depot --on the hl'Mwnppitiw

English subjects were not only supplied
with tropical productions from their own
slave labor, but a la rge portion of Europe

--was furnished from the same source. The
experiment, which Mr. Calhoun pronoun-
ces a disastrous failure, cost Great Britain

bout 0100,000,000 in compensation to
the owners of the slaves. He estimates
the additional price paid by British subjects
for tropical productions sinco ihe abolish
tnent of slavery, at $50,000,000, and the
est o! suppressing the slave trade fIUU
000,0: 0 mte ii"'g altogether the sum
Of"two hindred and fifty millions of dol-

lars1' as the price of a scheme that has fiil-C- 'J

in its objects.
Besides this enormous outlay in actual

payments, enhancement in the cost of artic-

les of tropical agriculture, and the appro-
priations for military and naval services in

crushing tho slave trade, the experiment
has lost Great Britain the preponderance
in the producilon of southern staples. In
confirmation of this statement a variety of
interesting statistics are adduced, taken
principally from a British magazine of great
authority, from which it appears that the
tropical productions of the British depen-
dencies, including the East and West Indies
and Mauritius, have fallen away, whilst
those of other nations have increased until
the coffee, cotton and sugar grown by En-

glish provinces bear no sort of comparison
with the amounts produced by other coun-

tries. T 7. - ...... ,' Mr. Calhoun contends that the interest
taken by Great Britain in the abolition of

slavery, in a great measure, grows out of

the desire to repair her former position as
the largest producer of southern staples.
That the expectations under which she

slavery in her provinces having
failed, (to wit) that these products could be
furnished at a cheaper rate by free Afri-

can labor nod Eisl India lnbor, she has no
alternative left her than to break down the
institutions of slavery in those stales which
did not follow her example. It is with this
object, argues Mr. Calhoun, that she inter-pos- es

to prevent the annexation of Texas t
the United States. Could she accomplish
Ihe abolition of slavery in Cuba, the Braz-
ils, the United States," &c , the effect of

her policy in relation to her own provinces
would be very different, as then all the
aiutbern powers would have to rely upon
the same description of labor as herself to

produce tropical staples. This would neu-

tralize the consequences of her fatal mis-tak- e

by bringing tho whole world within
the sc'ipe of a policy th it has so crippled
iter territories: -- it would restore the nn

cient ratio of production on this continent,
with the advantage to herself of having
more experience in the new order of thing.

Mr.Cathoun repeats Lord Aberdeen' dec-

oration that the British Government is anx-

ious to see slavery abolished throughout the
world, in confirmation of these views-vie- ws

that are strengthened by (he fact that abol-

ition upon this continent would be accom-
panied by f jch scenes of rapine and mis-tcr- e

as wuuld immediately transfer the
production "southern staples ia Cuba,
Brazil and the United Satates to British
territory. Besides, the British 'have Ets-ler- n

possesions of an extent that would be
capable of supplying any deficiency in these
stsplei growing out of disorders on this con-
tinent. The price op tropical productions
under such a state of things wouIJ be so
enchanced as to enable English cipitalists
to push forward Est . India productions
with good profit. The cheapness of
southern staples, occasioned by competi-
tion, renders the culture of thoao commod-
ities beyond the Cape of Good Hope now
impossible as a source of profit.

which will engage the attention of Congmen
during the present es"We trust the
Warenoww"; System will be included a- -

inong the number. This System forms a
part of the laws regulating the collection
of duties upon foreign imports in nealry all
the great commercial nations of Ihe earth.
and experience has proved its great utility
to government, and its advantages to the
merchant. It has been the subject of Lxe
cutive recommendation during the present
administration, and has met with favor ev-

ery where but in our halls of legislation.
Wo trust the causes which have operated
heretofore to render Congress a mere arena
for the exhibition of personal spleen and
political rancor, will prove to have passed
away, and that its members will hereafter
dispose themselves lo consider matters more
consonant with their duties, and the inter-
ests of their constituents. It is hardly ne-

cessary, after all that has been said upon
this subject, to go hto a detail of the advan
tages and facilities it affords to commerce.
Those engaged in commercial pursuits
have nothing to learn upon this head, and
the public generally are . sufficiently ac-

quainted with the scheme to render them
generally in" favor of its adoption. Its ef-

fects would be, to protect the market against
et'her an excess'or a deficiency of foreign
importations; and by- - mitigating the rigor
of cash duties, ro enable the small importer
to carry on foreign trsde'upon as advanta
geous a footing as his rich competitor, lie
sides these, its adoption would be of pecu-
liar advantage to the commercial interest
of the South. The wealthy capitalists of
the north are, by the present regulation,
enabled to carry on an import trade wbicltl
our want of money denies us in a great de
gree; and thus, while the foreign trade of
our northern cities is rapidly increasing,
ours progresses with a slow and labored
pace.. Should the present system continue,
its inevitable results must be to give lo the
heavy capitalists of the north a monopoly
of the foreign trade; and as each day adds
to their ability to injure the commercial in-

terests of this section of the Union, the mrn
who are identified with these interests
should make themselves be heard in favor
of a regulation, that will in its operation
render equal rights and equal privileges.
There is no manner of doubt but that the
necessity of paying cash duties at this and
other Southern ports operates with peculiar
force against our commercial , interests;
and that the adoption of the Warehousing
System would be followed by an increase
of our foreign jrade, so rapid and great, as
to bid fair in a short time to render our
city the rival of New York in commercial
greatness.
