®*  Mr.OConnel then rose nta meeting
in Limerick, and said he had (o hand in
£1, tha subscriptinn of the Reve Mr. Mori-
arty, of Philadelphia, whom he regretted to
eee in lreland. Personally, he rejoiced to
see him, but hoe tted oxoondingly the
cause that had brenght Lim there; it was
to raise mongy to rebuild Catholic Chur-
ches that ha?bean burnt during the late
ro's, The public were aware that atroeity
unpsralleled in eivilizad timea—hortors that
made many men ashamed to belong to- hu-
man nature—had beeo perpetrated by the
inhabitants of Philadelphin, under the
name of Nutives, against the Catholics and

Oa the first occasion of these riots, they
