Shooting- - Fish in Fiji.
Xear my house there is a rocky

promontory jutting out some way into
the sea, with a cor.il reef round its
base; at high water there is some three
fe.'t over this reef, and fish of all kinds
come on it feedinir. From the sum
mit of this promontory which is about
s verity feet high there is a capital
vie v of the reef, an 1 astheelear water
hide it no more than thougu it were
covered by a sheet of plate glass, the
lish and their movements are plainly
visible. From this elevated spot,
armed with a Martini-Henr- y rille, it
does not require a very good shot to

put a bullet over a fish in the water
below. It is wonderful what destruc-

tion the concussion of the bullet with
the water causes among a shoal of

The bullet only actually
touched one or two; the rest were

completely stunned, and several had
their eyes forced out.

tunate in having an excellent retriever,
who retrieves the dead fish very well,
though he runs some danger at times
in fishing young sharks. Stinging rays
arrow to a gna' size out here, and one
that I harpooned towed me in a small
boat at a high sp wl. A curious kind
of worm, about six inches long, and
of the thickness of a piece of ordinary
string, rises apparently from out of
the coral reefs twice every year. They
are called balolo, and make their lirst

appearance in October, which month
the natives call Balolo lailai," or

"little balolo," as the worms appear
again in vast numbers about Novem-

ber 25, and give that month the name
of " Balolo l.'vu, " " great balolo " The
natives tell almost to the day when
th 'se worms will appear, and, by keep- -

ing men on the lookout tor a white
and red scum which appears on the
water just before the balolo rise, rare-

ly miss them. They appear about low
water, covering the sea with a writh-

ing, wriggling mass. As the tide rises
they drift in great numbers shoreward,
and" are baled up by the natives with

Scalps Worth Two Hundred Dollars.
The Mexicans and the Indians of the

Chihuahua region vie with each other
in savagery. The whites are as ready
as the reds to scalp their enemies. A
few months ago a party of ranchmen
set out for the mountain's in seitrch of

Apaches, and came upon a band headed
by a son of old Yictorio. Battle was
waged for several days. At last the
Mexicans werj victorious, and with
eight scalps, several squaws and some

ponies began their homeward march.
One of the most important captures
was that of a Mexican woman who
had been carried away a year previous
by the Apaeht s. The reception of this

party in Chihuahua was witnessed by a

member of the Boston Herald's staff.

They got word from the mayor that on
Sundav he would receive them in the
plaza. At the appointed hour quiet
was disturbed by a clanging of the
bells in the cathedral towers, and vast
crowds rushed pell-me- ll toward the
square. Behind a band of music
came thirty horsemen, who were the
victorious ranchmen. Each carried
the rilles aid revolvers he had used,
and hanging to the saddles were the
other arms that bad been employed in

the battles with the Apaches. Eight
nun on foot held long poles, from
which dangled the scalps of as many
hated Apaches. When the people saw
these they became frantic with delight.
Bravos resounde I on all sides, women
waved their handkerchiefs, and the
long line of excited gazers rocked to
an l fro with enthusiasm, and

until they were exhausted.
But hardly had the scalp bearers
passed before there cime the squaws
that had been taken. The minute
th se bare-heade- dirty, hard-face- d

women were seen, the cheering and
the waving began again, while the
boys pressed hard against the guards
to strike at the wives of those whohad
killed and tortured their people. Some
of the prisoners hell in their arms, and

securely bound to Hat, rough boards,
their nursing babies, while the Mexi-

cans struck at them. Every wail from
an infant was hailed with joy by the
friends of the victors. The mayor
made a congratulatory speech. The
correspondent asked the consul of the
I'nited States what the city did with
the captive women. " They are sent
to the fort at Vera Cruz for life," he
replied. "The children are given to
whoever wants them to bring them up
ns servants. The scalps? Why, the
government buys them. Every one

PBABT TUSKS AB1 PUT.

How the Delicate Carvings of tuibrella-Ilnuillesnu- d

other Articles nre Made by
Skilled Workmen.
About the most unlikely object in

the world out of which to bring beauty
of shape and purity of appearance is a
bone, discarded by butcher and pur-

veyor, and possibly flung into the
street to await removal by a foraging
dog or uncertain street-cleane- r. Yet
this same bone, like the boy who is to
be President, may have a future before

it, and dwell in" marble halls. The

dainty, jeweled fingers of some bright
maiden may clasp it in the form of

parasol or umbrella handle the valued

gift of a friend, treasured and admired.
Or, more remarkable still, it may hold

the soft brisJeswith which the beauty
cleans her pearly tetth.

Yet, after alb the process of trans-

formation that tits a former resident of

the gutter or refuse-hea- p to be welcome
in a palace is very simple. All the cu-

riously carved bandies which are so

fashionable, and the quainter the more

sought after, are shaped upon a series
of rapidly revolving wheels, ranging
from an eighth to three inches in di-

ameter, and which are across between
a file and a saw upon their cutting sur
lac . Ivory and bone are carved in

precis Iy the same manner, the only
difference in the handling of the two

being that bone has to be boiled a long
time to free it from animal matter be-

fore it goes to the carver, while ivory
is clean and pure from the start.

When it is de-ir- e 1 to produce any
given object in bone or ivory, an um-

brella handle with acroui hed tiger upon
it. for instance, the carver takes a

piece of the material of suitable size
and presses it against one of the wheels
described above. At the point of con

tact it cuts with amazing rapidity.
Soon the shapeless block begins to as-

sume the rough outlines of the object
intended. The lathe is then stopped,
which requires but an instant, and an-

other, probably a smaller wheel, is sub-

stituted. In this way a dozen wheels
may be used befi re the final finish is

given with a delicate d sk, little larger
than a pin's head: but when the work
leaves the deft lingers of the skillful
worker a perfect miniature of the
royal native of the jungle is seen. The

only remaining thing to be done is

polishing, which is accomplished by
means of canvas belts with pumice
upon firm, and finally by eanton-llann-

belts or wheels.
A linn of this city have workmen

who will actually take a photograph of
a person and from it produce a life-lik- e

statuette, which can be attached to
any suitable article as a handle. This,
of course, would enable a gi ntleman to
combine his likeness and an umbrella
in one gifi.

As will be inferred from informa-
tion here given carving in this
country is almost entirely done by ma-

chinery. The Chinese do more labori-
ous carving than any ether n it ion, but
time with them seems to be of no ac-

count. Hence the great amount of in-

tricate and " trick" work wbi h aston-
ished people at the Centennial exhibi-
tion. A Chinaman will spends months,
and even yea-s-

, patiently cutting, atom
by atom, objects within objects, until
the final result is astonishing. But
the secret is largely patience. Many
people suppose that hi liard-ball- s are
turned by means of some exquisitely
adjusted machinery in order to secure
their spherical perfection. The ex-

quisite machine is the eye anil hand of
the artisan. The writer saw a gray-haire- d

workman turn several billiard-ball-

and the only tool he used w as an
or Unary turners' chisel. His eye was
his gauge.

It is a curious fact that ivory varies
in texture with locality. The most of
it comes froinAfrica. That from theeast
coast is softer than that from the west.
Hence it is used for billiard-ball- s, or
whenever an object is required to sus-

tain a blow. Though west coast ivory
does just as well for handles of all
kinds, paper-cutter- s, pen-rack- et".,
yet it would soon chip to pieces if
made into billiard-balls- .

One other fact about ivory. Not
much more than half of the tusk
is seen protruding from the elephant.
It really extends to the top or his head,
growing thinner and membraneous at
the extreme upper end. Tusks rangn
in weight from two to three pounds
to far above a hundred. A firm from
which many of the above facts were
obtained had one tusk which tipped the
scale at 15 pounds. It was as thick
as the trunk of a good-size- tree, and
a terrible weapon when wielded by the
mighty quadruped to which it be-

longed.
Besides elephant ivory a great many

walrus tusks are worked up into trink-
ets and fancy articles. This is whiter
than the other, and has not the deli-

cate tracery which is so beautiful in
the best ivory. Sp diking of walrus
tusks reminds the writer that in a bin
full he saw a lot of e runners
made of them, which were either de-

fective, and, therefore, pru lently real-

ize I upon, or else s une young Esqui-
maux of erratic tendency getting
somewhat hard up had to pawn them,
and they were sold as unredeemed
pledges.

but relieved by pressure ; despondency;
distrust of friends ; irritability ; wake-

The disease may be caused not only
by improper food, but by tobacco,
alcoholic drinks, too little exercise,
mental or manual labor after eating.
The doctor should have charge of the
case, still, his treatment will be
directed mainly to the diet.

deviled " devil," prepared as one
would prepare a devil crab, is reg.irde.1
as souieth'ng celestial, and even when
cooked in the ordinal y fashion, the oc-

topus is looked upon as superior to the
clam, which in consistency and Ilavor
it soniew tint r s nil iles. The favorite
sie is ten to twelve inches from the
extreme roint of one tentacle to the
other. At this size they are very nice
and delicate. In preparation for the
table they are lirst opened, and all the
black liquid, called ink, is squeezed
out. They are then washed, put into
a pot with sliced onion, carrots, garlic,
cloves or other seasoning, and boiled
and eaten with olive oil and a squeeze
of lemon ir lime. The shark, when
