1870,1 Una toe Toitpwing figures: Total
population in 1870, 1,071,361. Total popu-

lation, ten years of age and over, who conld
not read, 339,789. Thus it will be seen we

had in North Carolina in 1880 more persons
ten years of age and over who could not
read than we had in 1870 by 28,101. This is
an increase of illiterate persons of the age
mentioned in the ten years of 8 per cent.
We had in 1870, according to the census of
that year, 33,111 white voters who could not
read. In 1880 we had 58,218 illiterate white

voters, an increase in ten years, if the fig-

ures are to be relied on, of 25,107; percent
of increase, 75.8. In 1870 we had 68,669

illiterate colored voters. In 1S30 we had

86,076 illiterate colored voters ; an increase
in ten years of 18,407 ; per cent, of increase
26.8. The total illiterate voters in 1870 was

101,780. The total illiterate voters in 1880

was 145,294. Increase in ten years, 43,514;

per cent, of increase, 42.75.

Our present condition, as shown by these
figures, and the remedies to be applied, de
raand and should receive the best and most
careful thoughts of the members of the Leg-
islaturc. Something must be done if we are
to displace ignorance, with all its evils, and
substitute intelligence with the accompany-

ing blessings.

AMERICAiTnEWSPAPERSIN 1884.

From the edition of Messrs. Geo. P.
P. Itowell k Co.'s American Directory, now
in press, it appears that the newspapers and
periodicals of all kinds at present issued in
the United States and Canada reach a grand
total of 13,402. This is a net gain of pre-

cisely 1,600 during the last twelvemonths,
and exhibits an increase of 5,618 over the
total number published just ten years since.
The increase in 1884 over the total for 1874

was 493. During the past year the dailies
have, increased from 1,138 to J ,254; the
weeklies from 9,062 to 10,028; and the month-

lies from 1,091 to 1,499. The greatest in-

crease is in the Western States. Illinois,
for instance, now shows 1 ,009 papers in place
of last year's total of 904, while Missouri

Jssues 604 instead of the 523 reported in

1883. Other leading Western. States also
exhibit a great percentage of increase. The
tot-i-f number of papers in New York State
is 1,523, against lj899 in 1883. Canada has
shared in, the general increase.
