Mr. Moozg of Chatham, boped that the reso
lutions would pass without s dissenting voice,
President Lincoln, éu asseried in Lhe preamble, )
in Sept, 1862, Issned 0 proclamation promising
remunerntion to afl loym! citizens for property
used gnd destroyed by the Union foees. Cons
frress, too, hud made the same promise, In that
it bad established o Court of Claims, lor the por-
pose of Indemnifying those loyalists who bad
sustained losses of property in the manver men-
tioped. Itwastoo camb and oxpensive
for mppy persons to prosecute their claims be-
fore thiat Court ; snd hence this dificalty wonld
be met by baving & commission uppolnted by
Congress to sit ln our own State.

It was in uceordance with the law of nations
for a government to pay its friends when they
ineurred loss by reason of o seizure or o des-
truction of property by itsown army., The
Constitation of the couviry unlso preseribed
that property should be paid for when taken by
tlie army. For these reasons he hoped the reso-
lutions would be sdopted.

3Mr. SauTim ot Martin opposed the resolutions.
Tue lato elvil war had been very disastrous, and
most every one hind suffered loss in some way or
munnar; aod to nudertake to compensate nli for
losses ineurred would bankrupt the eovntry. He
himsell biad lived on the line of the armies, snd
had lost by botb—it wes hard to tell which was
worse on him—perbaps the Conlederates were,
for they lind classed him with the beasts, calling
him & “buffalo” He thought the better plan
wis to put the losses an the “hook of loss and
guin," and to expect po remuneration whatever,

Mr. Rexeiow had like the gentleman from
Martin, lost heavily in propurty, Hethought the
passagre of the resolutions would benefit the law-
Jers und the rich lorer more than any body else,

I'ie poor man would be unable to oblain any
compensation, because of his inabllity to  prose-
eute hissuit. In his scetion, the Confederates
had pald especial attention to all who were loyal
to the Government, and had generally stole every
thing belonyging to such, that they could lay their
Lnnds on.  Stealing soemed to be their aim : and
he asked If it was the porposo of the iricnds of
the resolution (o bave all the losses—oceasioned
by the Confedorates, paid for¥ He conld not fs-
vorauy such policy, and, was opposed to the res-
olutions,

Mr. Moone, ol Chowan, was astonisbed at the
opposition to the passage of the resolutions.
The gentleman (Mr. Kenfrow) was laboring
under o misspprohension.  The resolutions look
to a remuncralion ol the fmeods of the govern-
went, not its encinles.  Of course property de
stroyed by the Confederate army would not be
paid for, but it was that taken and destroyed by
the natiopal army for which remoneration was
expevted. The resolation did not apply to any
one portion of the State more than another, He
was setoated by no partizan porpose In the in.
tradaction of the resolntions. Al loyal men—
be they now Republicans or Conservatives—who
lind suffered loss, were lo share In the benefits
sought by the esolutions.

The resolution was supported by Messrs.
Downing, Ingram, Vest ung Guauter.
