A Medel Town in New Jersey.

The following report appeared in the
Philadelphin Morning Post, of April
22, 1868, It gives a sucelnt, bird's eye
view of Vineland almost up to date:

“Thereis a young, flouriching, and
enterprising town over in New Jersey,
some thirty miles from Philadelphia
the name of which, we doubt not, is
more fumilisr to the people of New
England than to the business men of
our great eity.
