A DIABOLICAL PLOT.

Detalla of the Anarchist Schome
of Bloodshed and Ruin,

Bevernl of the ollowers of the Red Fiag
Turn Informers—<Thelr Startling Re-
clinl=%trong Evidence Agninat
Sples, Flelden and Lingg.

ANARCMATIO XECRS IN DANGER.

CiicAug, July 20.—Nine polics officers
and three private ecitlzens gave evidence
yestorday on behelf of the prosecution in
the trial of the Anarchists. Twao important
points were made: First, that Fielden fired
on the police with a revelver aboit the
time the Bomb was thrown: second, that
Hples nsearly ss Fobrunry, 15885, had been
working as an organizer for armed revola-
tion which was to begin with the selsure of
Chicago about May 1, 1886, when an at-
tempt to enforee the Eight-Hovy law would
leave thousapds of working-men idle and
ready o Juin in A achema promis-
ing  rich results  in the way of
plunder. Bpies attempted to get the
oflicors of the Knights of Labor As-
pembly of Grand Rapids to join the schemo,
and the pregident of that nssembly, Luther
V. Moulton, wns the most important wite
ness on the stund yestorday, The evi-
dence that Fiolden fired on the police was
abundant and conclusive, nnd seemed
suflicient In (tself to put n bhaltor around
the neck of that individual. Doetective
Bonfleld tostificd  to  nrresting Spies
and Schwab, and snid that inan 1n|:urvllnw
with Bples, after his arrest, on the Hne'-
market tragoedy, he (Bpins) statod that ho
approved of the mothod used to extermin-
ate the police, but thought it premature—
that the time had not arrived to start the
revolution, The witness exhibited n num-
ber of dynamite cartridges, fuses re-
volvers, a dirk made from n fllo and other
things which he found secreted in the of-
fice of the Arlsiter Zeltung. Spies' paper,
and the organ of the Anarchists,

Cuicaco, Juty 2l.—in yesterday's pro-
cecdings in the trinl of the Anarchists the
evidence tendered by tho g)l'l}.\llﬂ'lll-hlll- wis
the most important, but at the sume time
the lonst sonsational yet offered.  This, at
lIeast, is the opinion of State's Attormey
Grinnell.  The prosecution occuplod most
of the forenvon session in proving that
the riot at the MeCormick works
Muy 3 was instigated by o fow Annrelists
led by Spies; that Spics, after inciting that
riot, wrote and cirenlated inllommator
anid lying accounts of the outbreak, with
intent to incite the working-men of the city
to farther riot: thatit wagin deflanee of the
active opposition of the lenders of tho
strikers thnt Spios and hiz gang eaptured
the meeting which imlllmliutul{ weceded
the MeCormick riot, nnd incited that meot-
ing to attnck the non-union working-mon;
and, generally, that that riot was directly
the work of the Anarchists in the envrying
oitt of their plot to sack and plunder the
eity, as deseribed in the testimony of the
wilness Moulton the previous day,

The testimony presented in the after-
noon clearly proved that Bpios was the
writer of the mysterious “Rube” notice in
the Arbelter Zelbwngy, that being the signal
for the opening ul{ the rovolution by the

armed forces of tho Aunarchists; that
Bpies and Scehwab  were  directly  re-
sponsible  for the incendinry scroods

in the Arbeiter-Zeltung; that Spics was the
nuthor of the “Revenge" circular; that
Bpies, Necbe and Schwab, divectly, and
the other prisoners, indirectly, wers ro-
spousible for the clrenlation of mur-
derons Annrchistic literature, such
as Herr  Most’s *“Seience of  Revolu-
tionary Warfare;” and that, altogether,
the aymuarket viot, the MceCormick
riot, the throwing of the bomb, the publi-
cation of the Alavm und Arbeitor-Zeitung,
the iwsuanee of fncendiary cirenlars and
prociamations, and the manufacturs, stor-
age, und distributions of explosives woere
all an intogral part of & general and pre-
meditated plot for the murder or over-
throw of the police force and all law-abid-
ing eitigens, nud the seizure of the city by
tho Anarchists,

Cnicaco, July Z2.—uUniy two witnesses
were examined in the Anarchist trinl yos-
terday—Willlnm  Seliger and his  wile,
Heligor lives in a smull house on the renr
of the lot nt No. 442 Sodgwick street. and

it was in this hounse the bombs
were manufactured.  The afteimnoon of
Moy 4, the date of the explosion,

some forty or fifty bombs were minds at
Baliger's.” The prisoner Lingg. who lodged
ut Beliger's, seems to have been the chiof
worker, five or six others, of whom Beliger

wits one, acting as his assailants, Lingg
haud previously  practiced making
bombs and casting  bomleshells, For

tubular bombs he nsed sections of metal
pipe of un inch to one and n half inchos
in dicnmeter; for spherical bombs he east
lenden shells in a cup-shaped mold, melt-
ing the lend in n ladle on the kitchenstove,
Bmall iron bolts and nuts  woere imbedded
in the dynamite, and each shell sealied
with & fulminating onp and foss nttach-
ment. It was ungquestionably one of thosa
bombs that was thrown fn the Haymar-

et

The forty or fifty bombs mado thut after-
noon were packed in a trunk and earriml
Lo No. W8 Clybourn avenue about 8 o'clock
b{‘ Lingg and Beliger. Here thoy were
distributed, the box being left in
rear rvom  whore each Anwrchist could
go in aud  help  bimsell.  Several
conspirators equipped themselves with
bomis, uill of them being at the
gnme time armed with revolvers and the
deadly three-sided file-dirks. Lingg and
Seligér armed themselves like the rest.
The two proceeded to Larrabee strect
police  station. They consulted on
whether they should immediately throw
bombs at that station or attack Web-
ster avenue station  flrst, Lingg was
eager to begin: Beliger was cowardly
und held Lingg baek, Lingz had been de-
tailed to sttack theso stations—to make
such a “disturbance’” on the North side
that the polics would be proventod from
mussing it the West side, whers the prin-
cipul disturbances were to be mude,  The
two couspirators tramped betweon the
two _ stptions  und eventunlly  soaw
the Larrnboe stroet patrol-wagon load-
ed with police starting off to the scens
of the Huymarket explosion, Lingg then
excitedly prepared to throw o lomb at the
patrol-wagon, but by a trick of his more
eqwardly companion was delayed in his
n%?:,-ui. until the wagon bad driven off in
safvty.

The witness acknowledged ho was afrald
of his life, und so bud written o letter, the
substance of which was that Behaock hond
extortod information from lim under
threats. He swore that this wos nutrue;
that he bad been n voluntary informer,
hoping to  escapo h{ muking a
cloun  breast of all be knew, He bhad
never been promised immunity for making
the statement, The cross-examination

HAPLESS FISHERMEN.

Thousands of Newlonndlanders Dying ot
Starvation on Account of the Fallure of
the Fisherles.

Orrawa, Ont, July 24 —Hon, A T,
Widell, of Newlountluud, nrrived here Inst
evening to interview the Dominion Govs
ernment und wele that they give ajd to
fishermen nlong theconut ol Newfoundlnnd
and Labrudor. Ho tells a talo
of horror thut wouold moake the heart
blued. The nshernien, owing to the senr-
eiby of the eateh through the ice not break-
ing up, ure liternlly sturving to denth.
The Government of the islund hivvesteppod
inpod are doing what they ean to help,
but are not able to cope with the large
number of cases which must have immg-
dinte nssistnnee. Altogether 160 pepplo
have died ol starvation, and 2,600 are on
the verge ol death for want of food, In
one sottlement of forty-two, twenty-four
died during the moonth of June. In an-
other settlement of filty-three eleven
divd, while in yet unother settlument
of weventy-two twelve snccumbed for
want of bread. Tho description given by
Widell is heartremling and ugonizsing in
the extreme, These poor people in thele
poverty cling with bitter tenucity to their
native Islund, wond will not go- elsewhors to
obtain work, As yob thore nre no signs of
tho lce bronking up, und wintor nguin setu
in in October.
