11 o'clock, by Chairman I)vry. Ho then In-

troduced Chaplain Moore, who Invoked Dlvlno
old In tho deliberations of tlio Convention.
Uenornl Noyoj, tlio temporary Chairman, thou
tnado the following speech:

"If thirty years sorvlco In tlio ranks of tho
Itopubllcnn party, uommonclnu; with tho Fre-
mont cainpalrn In 1H8, my irlvo mo any rlRlit
to mlvso with you, my follow-cltlzen- 1
should miy do nothing, and sayltiK notlilni;
hero wnlcli can kIvo comfort, encour-ngume-

or liopo to tho onemy, Annnnnco
your principles cnuraiiuoiiBly and with

but without provoking dlssonsioiis or
excltlni; peiBonul liltlcrncfls. Two years nifo
by porno liiportitublo dispensation of Dlvlno
Provldcnco wo wero admonished that it is
necessary for success to hold all our forces
together under their ahoson lcadors and well
In hand. Wo havo seen n man soicctcd as n
candidato for tho hlfrhnst olllco in this land
without any experience in national
affairs, without a slnglo pronounced
opinion on record regarding any
important question of governmental
policy, foreign relations, tariff, currency,
banking systems, internal improvomrntn or
any other and, under tho falso pretenso of
rororm, elected President of tho United States
over ono ol tho most brilliant nnd accom-
plished statesmen whoBO genius and achieve-
ments havo over adorned tho high places of
public trim. Wchnvohad a year and a half
of this Administration, tho chief distinction
of which lias been tho vetoes of the Presi-
dent of scores of bills granting small pen-
sions to our bullet-ridde- n veterans or
tho families of dead soldiers, after suoh
bills hud passed a Democratic Houso nnd
a itcpuhllenn Senate, nnd tho approval of
a bill placing Fitr. John Porter on tho re-

tired list or tho army, with high rank
and largo pay; tho submission, with hardly a
protest, to tho seizure of American fishing
vessels by tho dependencies of a powerful na-
tion and tho bullying of n weak and frlondly
sister republic, foran Imaginary or oxtrcmolv
doubtful grlevunuo; and lastly, tho illustra-
tion of Dutnocratlo civil sorvlco, which re-
forms competent Hcpublllcans out or office,
nnd Incompetent Democratic politicians Into
the places which tlioir predecessors had tilled
with integrity and ability. If there is any-
thing else which tho Administration has
done worthy or mention it lms escaped my
momnry.

"Hero In Ohio wo havo soon political crlmos
committed, so bold, brazen and Infamous that
when exposed tho public, sense wns uppnllcd
nt their enormity. Vo hnvo soon theso crimes
nt first condemned by tho Demoorntlo party,
thou apologized lor, nnd a; last defended and
approved. Wo havo seen tho wliolo Demo-
cratic sldoof tho Ohio Sonnte.whcn convinced
llmt.thelr efforts to secure tho bencllts of
fraud and forgery wore hopeless, desert their

duties and tnko rctugo in anotherSublioboyond tho roach of process of law; wo
havo seen tho purchttso of a United States
8enntorshlp, acknowledged and charged by
morn than half of thu Democratic press or tho
Stato, yet tho seat retained in silence, whllo
tho brilio giver and tho hrlbo taker havo been
shlolded irnm justice and punishment bv nil
tho methods which money corruptly used, so-
cial Influence and technical considerations
could command,

"And now, gentlemen of tho convention,
nominate a good tlokct, adopt a wlso and Ju-
dicious plat form, and leave it.lor tho intelli-
gence, virtuo and patriotism of tho pcoplo to
secure tho victory which awaits us lu Novem-
ber."

Governor Fornker was named
ns permanent clialnmm in tho absence of
Senator Shormnn, nnd D. Fnnn ng, socrotary.

Governor Furnkor was then intro-
duced as permanent Chairman and inadoa
sneecti. constantly intcrruntcd uy enthus ns- -

tlo plaudits. Ho took occasion to robuko
tho strictures on tho Hamilton County
delegation by the loudly applauded senti-
ment, "I congratulnto you upon tho mag-
nificent delegations you havo hero
1 congratulate you upon tho magnificent
delegation here, even irom Hamilton Coun-
ty, about which wo have heard so much."
Governor Fnruker's speech wusn resume of
tho achievements of tho Itopublicuu Legisla-
ture, Including tho ousting of Legislators nnd
Senators.

TI1E I'LATFOUJi;

The Republicans cf Ohio rcnfllrm their de-
votion to tho great principles In behalf of
which their party has achieved tho most Illus-
trious triumphs recorded in American .his-
tory, and decliro:

Cuyahoga, however, still
voted solid for Dlckman, mid Frnnklln sol d
for Crltehllcld, whllo Hamilton voted fti for
Cox and iJ for Williams. When tho roll had
been completed Mr. Allen, or Athens, with-
drew the iiumo of ICnowles nnd changed thn
voto or Athens. Several other counties nsked
lcavo to chnno their votes, nnd did so, but
,thero wns no stampede, although Dlckman
was a slight gainer. Tho result of the second
ballot for judge was announced ns follows:

ON THE TIIIItD IIALLOT,
Hamilton County cast her (18 votes solid for
Cox.

At tho
conclusion of thu roll call, ther wero several
changes of votes, ono of thn most notable ot
which was that of Franklin. Chairman Kel-
ler announced 20 votes for Williams and 1 tor
Cox. Gcorgo Donaldson chnllemiod tho cor-
rectness of tlio annnuncmont.

RYE FOR PASTURE.

Itow It Cun Itpiullly i: Made Troll tnlile In
Many Wuys.

When it can bo done, and by proper
management it can nearly always bo
possible, a patch of rye, especially for
pasturing or early spring feeding,
should be seen on every farm. Tho
size or acreage should bo gauged by tho
number of stock kept ou tho farm. For
winter pasturagu it can readily be mado
profitable, oven for thnt purpose alone,
nnd is used as long as possible, and is
then turner under in tho spring for a
crop of corn, whilo It can still bo made
moro valuable by allowing it to make
a good start to grow, and when the
stock nro turned into tlio pasture early
in tho spring, cut thorn a feed of ryo
night and morning. Stock cravo some-
thing green very enrly in tho.spriiiL',
and very often thoy aro turned into tlio
pastures oeforo they can possibly Lo able
to secttru anything liku n full" supply.
A supply of rye cut and fed green will
aid materially in satisfying their wants
and in securing a, better start in thu
pastures, On reasonably good soil it
makes a rapid growth and a very largo
amount of feed can bo secured on a
small plot. In order to scouro it largo
growth, either for pasturing during thu
winteror early spriuirfou.ling, it should
bo sown as early as possible in tho fall.
If tho weathor is lavorab'.u, so that tho
seed will germinate readily, tlio 1st of
Soptomber is none too early. I have
found it a good plan to prepare tlio
ground ahead the sumo as for wheat, as
soon as possible after harvest, plowing
well and harrowing until llio sur-fac- o

is in lino tilth. It will pay io
take some pains to mako tho surface
to the depth of three or four inches
as lino as possible, rolling, dragging or
harrowing, if nocossary, to secure tills.
Whilo I buliovo in reastmably early
seeding, and try to prepare tho ground
so as. to bo able to do (his, tliero Is very
littlo gained by seeding when tlio soil is
not sullioiently moist to insure a speedy
germination ,of tiio seed. Whilo, of
course, tho seed may germinate even
after laying in tho soil for some tiuiu
when the ground is too dry to induce
germination, yet thoro isso much risk
of loss that when it can bu done I pre-
fer to wait until wo havo sullloiont
moisture to mako tlio seed grow in as
short a timo as possible. When some
reasonably rich land Is put in good tilth
boforo rorillng, from ono and u half to
two bushels per aero should bo used, de-

pending somewhat upon tho timo of
sowing and tho fortuity of tlio soil. If
used for a pasture it should bu sown
reasonably thick, Whou sown for
grain three or four pocks will bo sulll-clou- t.

Ui-- n common wheat drill and
try to 'hnvo tho soil in readiness so as lo
sow as early as posslblo In September,
If Intended for pasture during tlio win-
ter rather tmin lot grow and uso for
cutting off and feed ng early in the
spring, a plat that Is easily fenced should
bo used; if Intended to cut off it should
bo sown ns convenient to tlio stables as
posslblo. If Is valuable for all kinds of
stock, and will onablu you to furnish
green food to your slock nearly n month
earlier than if no ryo is run, besides
fctnndlng wintor grazing bottorthun tiny
other kind or grass or grain, 1 foul
like urging oyory fanner to run a pntoli
of ryo in proportion to tho number ot
stock kopt up on tho farm, und hollow
it will pay fully as well as anj tiling
olioon tlio farm, iV, J, Shepherd, iit
Weittrn Plowman.

"The only tiling you want to
bo careful nbout when you come nny-wiie- ro

nenr a Leo Is never to hit him.
That is, you must never attempt to hit
him, for tlio chances nro just about nlno
out of ten that you cawn't do It If you
try.

"Now, tho difference between a bee
nnd a yellow-jack- et is just nbout tills:
A yellow-jack- et is the most vilo and dis-

reputable Insect over created. Thoy
sutler from a chronic disordered temper.
It is novor safe to pick up a ycllow-iacko- t,

and nothing mnkes a yellow-jack- et

more happy, and gives riso to a
moro general fueling of unliappiness on
tho part of human susceptibility than to
have sonin unrulleetlng person take hold
of him. Itis then that tho little yellow-jnckot'sso- ul

throbs with fiendish delight,
and misery seizes the unfortunato
victim.

"Tlio habits of these Insects aro pecu-
liar," continued tho benevolent lunn.
"A boo never stings n person niorotlian
once. His apparatus has a barbed point,
and when it enters any substance it
stays there This finishes up tho boo
for good. Ho lives but a few minutes
nftcr losjn'g his sting,"

"Tliero need never bo any fear of an
attack from bees," said the lecturer,
"unless you begin tho attack by striking
at them. Then thoy respond with sav-
age impulse. I should say if a wliolo
swarm of bees wero to surround a man
and sting him tlio effect would be fatal.
Tho venom of tlio honey beo is very
painful. Hut when treated kindly they
aru harmless. This shows their intelli-
gence. They become accustomed to
persons in tlio habit of attending them.

"Do you know," said the man, "that
a hornet is the most singular animal,
and tho most unpleasant ono to light
with that people over knew? A person
who is stung by a hornet feels ready for
a howling war-danc- e, and it all conies
from not understanding ono disagree-
able characteristic of them.
