But tho Gipsy beenmo a tinkor for all

time, not only from tho very force of
circumstances, but also from choice, as
it was tho only vocation, savo horse-jockeyin- g,

suited to his shiftless habits,
and certainly tho only ono through
which ho could sociiro nn honest liveli-

hood when unfavorable regulations
forced him from tho tent and bright
Holds to tho alleys and attics of tho
town. Thero, ns tho tinkor, tho grinder
or the brazier, he defied adversity until
the storm of persecution had passed.
But outside of mere tinkering tho Gipsy
seems to hnvo put his knowledge of
iron-worki- conspicuously to good ac

witli lead. Simson, who cltos many in-

stances of thoir manufacture of, and
work ngin iron, gives tho following. ins
thoir method of Miiolting; "Tho tribo
erect on tho open Holt) a small circle
built of stono, turf and clay, for a fur-
nace of about three fcot in holght nnd
eighteen inches in dinmetor, plaslorod
closely around on the ouUldo, up to the
top, with mortar mado of cluy. Tho
materials in tho furuaco nro poworfully
heated by tho blasts of a largo hand-bellow- s

(generally. wrought by womon),
admitted at a small hole near the ground.
When tho metal comes to n stato of
fusion it finds it way down to tho
cinders and is poured into tho difieront
sandmolds roady to rocclvo it;" so that
it is ovidont thoy wero not only oflloiont
iron-worke- r, but woro nblo, in a rude
way, to mttnufncluro tho metal.

iNor is this tho only manner in which
ilio Gipsy In times past has raised him-so- lf

nbuvo tho vagabond standard.
Thoy served tho Turks against tho Rus-
sians on many occasions, both as sol-
diers and spies, proving themselves
possessed of a fair siiaro of bravory and
a wonderful amount of shrewdness und
cunning. They woro formerly exclu-
sively employed in tho capacity of hang-mo- n

In Hungary and Transylvania, and
history accredits thorn with having

assessed considerable talent in this
iroction. In Spain many Gipslos at-

tained respect and uotorloty from tholr
wealth anil business standing. Borrow
tolls of ono ho met nt a Spanish fair who
had upward of $20,000 orodlt at an es-

tablishment whnro ho had somo deal-
ings. Nor is this nn Isolated caso.
Thero hnvo boonlnstanoosln other parts
of Europe whcro Gipsies, forsalslng
their vagabond ways, though novor

tholr blood nnd llnongo, havo
, doyotcd thomselvos to business pursuits

with vory groat buccoss, Tills was par-
ticularly truo In England and Scotland
at a later day, whcro inuny (jvpsles bo-ca-

woalthyt and in somu instances nro
known to havo gained political i nil

resulting in tholr securing certain
of wo less important political positions.

Grcllmnn states that In two Hungarian
roglments cited ovcry eighth man was a
Gipsy. Tho Swodcs had a body of thorn
In tho Thirty Voars' War, and tho Danes
employed throo companies of thorn nt
tho s'ego of Hamburg, whllo In 187(1
povernl thousand of thorn did duty In
tho ttorvlnn army against tho Turks. A
thousand Glpsios woro w'th Francis Ton
Poreiiyl nt the slcgo of Nnjja Ida. In
Spa'n they havo at different times boon
made useful ns cavalrymen, to which
branch of scrvico they soem host fitted
from their roving nature, tholr lovo of
adventure, nnd tholr unoqunlcd horso-mnnshl- p.

Gipsies have frequently
served In tho English nnvy, and tiioro
wero Gypsy musicians In tho iloot nt
PnhnHtnnnl. wMln Sir Wnllor Snnff.
speaks of bang at Paris In 1810, when
that city was garrisoned by tho nil tod
troops and hnving discovered Gipsy
companies among Hussian soldiers sta-
tioned at certain posts.

So, too, havo Gipsy women distinguish-
ed themselves as other than dukkorors
nnd fortune-tellin- g cheats. Thoy havo
proven tho most wonderful of nursos In
tho hospitals of cities and upon battlo-fiold- s;

and, by marriage, havo frequent-
ly boon clovnted to tho ranks of tho
nobility In many European countrioi,
notably In Hungary ami Scotland. Tho
most prized singers in tho church choirs
of Moscow, St Petersburg nnd other
Russian cities hnvo boon Gipsy womon,
who havo received In many Instances
extravagant salaries, supporting tholr
families in nllluenco and acquiring
notable competencies. Indeed, it is less
singular that this is truo than that there
nro no nioro noted singers among thorn.
Molody is as much a part of tho Gipsy's
nature ns is wandering nnd out-of-do-

lifo. Music and danoing form their
chief amusement, and, though among
the roving members of thorncu you will
seldom d fcover a cultivated voico, I
have come upon hundreds of Gipsies
from whoso throats song flowed as
naturally, us purely and as melodiously
ns water leaps from tho brown rocks of
somo ucnumiu mountain slream.

TURKISH CHRISTIANS,

Proof or I ho Kurly Spread of Christianity
Into tho lleurt of Aula.

At the beginning oi this year a dis-

covery was mado at Semirjotscho, in tho
district of Fergana, west of tho Chiucso
frontier nt Kuldjn, and northeast of
Kokand, which is of groat interest to
historians nnd Orientalists. It was
near tho ruins of a fortress called Bur-an- a,

built of bricks and situated on tho
spurs of tho Alexander mountain chain,
that Dr. Porjukow found two decayed

grave-yard- s with numerous grave-
stones, many of which boro a cross and
others chiseled inscriptions. Thoy could
not bo deciphered on the spot, botli
characters and languago appearing to
bo quite unkno.n. Tho Catholic mis-
sionaries in Kuldjn believed tho charac-
ters to ho Nigurinn, while tho Lama of
tho Kalmucks believed ho recognized in
ono of tho inscriptions tho Buddhist
form of prayer, om ina horn. It wat
determined to take several tombstones,
fourteen photographs and oiclit rather

.imperfect copies of the -- inscriptions to
St. rctersourg, wncro tlioy wero naiuleu
to tho Councilor of Stato Chwolson,
who soon declared tho characters to bo
Syriac-Nestoria-

It was ditlicult lo decipher, for, es

tho ago nnd decay of the stones
and inscriptions, they contained now
italics not usual in Old Svrinc, and also
quite foreign letters, probably taken
from tho Arabian alphabet, and, very
unexpectedly, some Turkish words :nl
proper names. This being found put,
the deciphering proceeded rapidly, and
Prof. Chwolsonfontnroportto tho'UoyaJ
Acadomy of Sciences in St Petersburg.
Tho inscriptions have primarily a paloo-grnph- ic

interest, and aro further re-
markable on account of their peculiar
grammat'eal forms and turns of speech.
They nUo give tho nulmals' nnmos of
tho twolvo years' c.vc'.o of tho Mongo-
lians. Chinese and Turks in thoir orig-
inal form, whereas these names woro
hitherto only known from an Arabio
translation.

But tholr h'storical valuo is still great-
er, for th"y prove tho early sprond of
Christianity In Eastern Asia by tho Nes-torian- s.

which was hitherto only con-
jectured. It is true that in the olovonth
century thero was already news of tho
convulsion to Christianity of a mighty
Turkish race living northeast of Kuldjn,
whoso Kings governed a largo kingdom,
nnd whoso power probably gavo rise to
tliu legend of tho government of tho
Higli Priest Johannes in Asia, nnd thnt
this, ns well ns other Turkish tribo.-- ,

was convortcd by tho Nestorians is
shown by reports of Christian mission-
aries of tho thirteenth century, and by
Marco Polo's reports; but till now
there was no certain proof of all theso
sayings, and tho inscriptions now de-

ciphered show that indeed tho Nes-
torians succeeded in converting Turkish
populations not later than tho eighth
century, for the oldest inscription from
Scm'rjetscho bolongs to tho beginning
of tho ninth century and tiio latest to
tho middle of tho fourtcontli century
probably 18)17.

PAINTING IMPLEMENTS.

A Farmer Who Seriously OliJeclH to tho
tienernl Use of ICoil

The almo-- t universal uso of red on
farm machinery is a fact which may
well oxcito curiosity among nil who liko
to sco progressive ideas npplied to tho
nppearanco, as woll as to the mechani-
cal construction, of such machinery. If
it is liecauso farmers liko a strong, glar-
ing color, which will dazzlo the eyes of
ovory person in tho country thoy livo
in, red is the proper color. If it is be-

cause they liko tome color that will fado
or turn dark, or perish and part from
tho wood, so tiiat thoy can suo what
material has been used, red Is good. If
it is because n bold, strong, obtrusive
effect is preferable to moile-t- , subdued
and permanent colors, red is wisely
chosen.

Tho writer docs not supposo nny
great amount of thought has beeu be-

stowed upon this subject; but that red
has fount favor because of its bright-
ness and its moro or less pleasing con-
trast with tho green of tho fields in which
Implements aro used; and that the custom
of so painting machinery having bo-

como established, no change has been
seriously sought by oithcr farmers or
manufacturers. Tho question of chang-
ing this long-use- d color has of Into boon
somewhat among some of tho
leading manufacturers, on account of
some objections which havo been mado
to red, nnd also on account of tho ad-

vantages which will be found in tho uso
of other colors.

Bed is ono of tho most unsatisfactory
colors to make in tho wholo color scale.
Some of tho pigments used in its manu-
facture aro so affected by tho oils and
dryers used in mixing them as to limit
their durability; others, while not sus-
taining nny appreciable chemical
change in mixing, are either bleached
out or turned ulack in color by the
chief natural agents air, moisture,
light, etc., that aro consantly at work
everywhere. Tho pigments in tho reds
chiefly used on farm implements aro
necessarily among tho least expensive
nnd tho least enduring of the great
vnrioty produced, being chemical com-
pounds instead of cartlt colors, and,
therefore, most susceptible to change.

Another object'on to red is its glar-
ing effect on tho eyes, ropulslvo to good
taslo for beautiful objects, and contrary
to nature's employment of tho color.
Nature, it will bo observed, uses red
sparingly, and with as great rcsorvo as
slio is profuso In lavishing green upon
hor works. In a broad expanse of
grcou, thero may bo but horo and thero
a llowor of rod, the contrasting or har-
monizing equivalent of groen ; and this
is so arranged that it does natglaro and
dazzlo the eyes, as If its rarity mado It
exceptionally valuable. It is only when
tho frosts and winds of autumn have
smitten nature's garmont of groen that
she dons hor robes of gorgeous color;
and when she appears in this vesture, it
is n premonition ot change nnd decay.

IMPORTANT DISCOVERY.
Tho Artificial Manufacture of Quinine, Ac-

cording to llcwett's Plan.
A remarkable discovory, by which tho

price of qulnino may bo reduced to
something liko six cents por ounce, has
been made by Mr. Cresswoll Ilowett.
Tho synthetical manufacture of quinine
was first suggested to Mr. Howutt, in
1800, by tho late Dr. Mattheson, of St.
Bartholomew's Hospital, while giving
his nssistanco in a course of experi-
ments in connection witii apomorphia.
Subsequently, Prof. Parkes, of Netley,
aided with his advice, nnd to theso gon-tlcme- n,

rather than to himself, Mr.Crcss-we- ll

Hewott modestly explains that the
process is duo. Tho importance of this
discovery is rendered greater by tho fact
thnt while hitherto wo hnvo boon de-

pending for our quinino on tho cultiva-
tion of tho cinchona tree, from whoso
bnrk only about two por cent, of srood
quinino can be extracted, ninety-eig- ht

per cent, being valueless, tho drug can
now bo manufactured without limit by
a very simple process from an nrticle
which can always bo got in abundance
in any part of the world.
