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A CITY OF BEGGARS.

Tfenpntlttin Unexampled for Ilnnntjr,
Crnolty, Iintiinrnttty ami Lnrtnets.

Tlio ?Tcni)ollt!tii8 aro nearly nil beggars.
Jfo city In ttio kingdom is more. iupu
loan or moiu poor. Tlio inlxtnio of tha
.Moorish Wood with tlio Italian lias pro--
diiced a. rnco ntnoiiR Europeans, nt all
events, uticxnmptcd for beauty, ciuelty,
cosy immorality, and iutolcrablo lazi-
ness.

,

As yon wander along tlio streets
you hear snatches of Moorish music
mixed with tlio true Neapolitan refrains, i

nnd you see facovespcclally among tlio
children of 8 or 0, of qulto incredlblo
beauty. Thero aro tlio famllar charac-
teristics of tho beautifully Get brow, tlio
facllu smile, and tho eyes, sometimes
Jirown, sometimes blue, always cxpres-elvo- ,

and everything sot oil by a ich
varnish of dirt.

But, with all this, thero is a cowardly
ekulking und tv brutality that is not Ital-
ian but Oriental, No sight is moro com-
mon along that hilly road leading from
tho famous Santa Lucia to tho height of
Poslllipo than to sco miscrablo littlo
horaes, all bleeding and lame, tottering
under tho shafts of a cart weighed down
with eight or ten corpulent Neapolitans,
who flog it nnd kick it till it swerves and
falls. At tlio corner of ono well-know- n

street thero is a bird-sho-p

whero you may buy nightingales, gold-
finches, and robins. Sometimes a
crowd of gamins is collected to witness
a little surgical operation. Somo char-
coal burns in a braslero, and tho opera-
tor thrusts into it a necdlo with a wooden
handle. Ho then takes from a cago n
recently-caugh- t blackbird, nnd with tho
red-ho- t' needlo puts out his eye. It needs
much skill skill that only comes from
practice to do this successfully. An
unsteady hand would prematurely kill
tho bird. In most instances, whero the
operation is successful, tho birds do die,
but that is only after a couplo of days of
jngony. You will soo tho patients in
cages hanging round tho shop, with tho
sightless eyes swollen to tho sizo of a
pea, but in tho raro cases of recovery
tho bird sings briskly through tho
twenty-fou- r hours, day and night being
the same to it. If a stranger approaches
the children leave tho bird torturer to
beg for soldi. Tho fat, round cherub
faces aro thrust into your own, tlio lit-

tlo hands point to tlio mouth, and you
hear tho familiar cry tiiat is translated:
"lam dying, I am dying of hungor;
glvo mo a halfpenny." Tho truth is tho
children live on tlio strangers.

Sturdy, well-to-d- o women, with bold,
laughing faces, beg pence, and aro Im-

pertinent and shameless if they do not
get them, In Italy no families aro so
largo as tlio Neapolitan, and no peoplo
marry so freely and so young. A fam-
ily of soven is usual; a family of ten is
not unusual.

Tho Neapolitan housewife of this
poorer class has no caro. Sho mako no
attempt to "fairo lo menago." Sho gives
tho littlo ragmuflln a soldo or two to get
his dinner, nnd, like young Norval, his
only care is to increaso his store, which
he does by begging; thus tho parents di-

rectly encourage their children, and tho
police authorities a' most respectablo
body in cocked hats look on and do not
Interfere. Tho result is just what might
be expected. Naples is ono of the most
populous cities in Europe and ono of tho
loveliest. Its harbor gives it direct trade
with all quarters of tho wond. French-
men and Germans and Lombards and
English tako tho opportunities which tho
Neapolitans aro too lazy to accept. Tlio
place has a bad name, and deserves it.
In all countries thero aro thieves; but in
few capitals north of Naples need tho
Stranger bo in such constant foar of be-

ing robbed. It is said that things aro
improving. But so long as shameless,
audacious, and insolent begging is per
mitted, so long as tho children are al-

lowed to swarm nbout tho streets with-
out tho slightest attempt at their reclama-
tion or their education, tho degradation
of tho beautiful city must remain n con-

stant blot on tho Italian government.

ALL ABOUT GLAS3 CUTTING.

It Hunt Worl Very Kxpmmlvo for 1'oor
1'coplo Strong nnil Cnrofnl Worlcmon.

'Thcro aro six processes for cutting
glass," wiiil tlio manngcr. "Tlio llrst ia
termed rouclilmr. An iron wheel, on
which wind mixed with water drips con
tinually, digs out tho pattern. As thoro
nro only a fow lines traced on tho class
whereby to go, this is a very dllllctilt
task. All glass cutting is dono by ciosn-- I

ing certain strnight lines nt certain
points. If, in glass cutting, tho wheel
moves slightly from tho linu tlio whole
nieco of glass is ruined. Tlio workmen
aro therefore compelled to kcop their
eyes on their work all tho tlnio. Tho
glass itself is mado in Baccarat, Qor-man- y.

It is tho finest glass mado. It is
termed metallic becauso a largo part of
it is Bllver. It is bought by tho pound
and is very oxpensivo in tlio bulk. It Is,
therefore, jio easy task to hold it frco,
as tlicso workmen do for hours at a time.

"Tho second procoss is called smooth
ing. Tlio wheel used for tills is mado of
Scotch Craigoth stono. Wntor runs
freely on it us it revolves. It smooths
out nil tho rough edges on tho lines
which havo been dug out In tho llrst
process.

"After this comes tho different modes
of polishing. A wooden wheel nnd
powdered pumice Btono nro used first.
Theso tako out tho wrinkles on tho sur
face of tho glass. Then follows a brush
and putty powder. Lastly, a buff wheel,
mado of nearly fifty pieces of canton
llanel and rouge. The pieces of ilunncl
aro loose, but tho machinery causes
them to revolve so rapidly, about 8,000
revolutions to tho minuto, that tho
wheel seems as hard as a board. This
last process not only polishes, but im-

parts a beautiful gloss to tho surfaco of
tho glass. Then it is finished and ready
for our counters down stairs.

"Thero havo been very fow changes In
tho nrt of glass cutting for centuries.
Except that wo now uso Bteam instead
of foot-powe- r, wo have no advantago
over tho cutters of 200 years ago. Thero
aro only ' two manufacturers of tho
rough metal in this country, nnd their
gloss is of inferior quality. Workmen
havo to sorvo a long apprenticeship be-fo-

they master tho trade. An expert
workman receives high pay. It is very
close, confining work and makes them
all look pale. A great many Swiss and
Bohemians are employed. Tho cutting
of lapidary stoppers is tlio most difficult
work. It requiies tho greatest exact-
ness becauso thero aro so many diamond
shaped figures in a small space. Very
few can do this work well. Thero is
ono old man in this country who is
looked up to by nil tho other workmen.
They say ho carries a charm. Ho is
the most expert cutter of lapidary stop-
pers in tho country. Not only does ho
cut them all perfectly, but ho gives
them a finer polish than anybody olso
can. Ho is closely watched by his fel-

low workmen, who say they havo ob-

served him take something from his
pocket and rub tlio stopper with it. Ho
lias been offered large sums for his se-

cret, but has always refusod to sell it.
"Colored cut glass is very expensive.

Tlio color is put on in tho samo way as
silver plate, and then part of it is cut
away. It leaves tho blended effect of
color and no color. Many customers
bring us original dosigns which tlioy
wish mado. Many of them aro very
odd, and somo mo impossiblo to make."
