Tho ouglno left the track, ran a
short dlstanco nnd brought up against tbo
side of tho cut toppling over. Tho ar

and two regulnr coaches fol-
lowed, whilo four sleopora kept tho rails.

MILK FEVER. '

How Tnls Terrible anil Dangerous Dis-
ease May lie Frorentod.

Ono or moro box stalls twelve by
twelve feet in size, airy, but freo from
draughts, should bo connected with all
buildings used for iivo stock.

Any cow that is about to calve, that
is Iivo years old or upwards, should bo
taken into a box stall at night, In cool
woathor and during tho day in hot
weather avoiding oxposuro to ex-

tremes of either heat of cold. Tho
cow will then bo on grass about half
tho timo, a short pasturo boing prefer-
able for a fleshy cow which is near
calving. A littto dry, sweet hay should
bo given her whon in tho house. Semi-starvati- on,

as practiced by somo, is un-
necessary; nnd, upon tho whole prob-
ably does harm oftenor than it docs,
good.

When tho cow is within a day or two-o- f

calving, give her ono and a half
pounds of Epsom salts, two ounces
saltpeter and one ounco powdered!
gingor. In iivo or six quarts of water.
Administer it from a bottlo, but not
hold the head higher than is necessary
lor tho liquor to run down easily and
gently.

In caso of an attack after calving,,
givo immediately, and at once, forty-liv-e

to fifty drops of tincture of aconite
root in a pint of water. Thon givo two-poun-

of salts and two ounces salt-
peter, in six quarts of water.

Next, take a six-oun- phial and fill
with equal parts of concentrated am-
monia, alcohol, turpontino and cam-
phorated oil. Rub the mixture

in on tho loins and full
length of tho spine, from tho horns to
tho rump. Cover with a blankot and
give a comfortable bed of dry straw,
so that she will bo kopt modoratoly
warm. In thrco hours from tho time-o-

giving tho first aconite, givo thirty
drops moro. Again in four liours givo
twoiity-liv- o to thirty drops, and in four
hours from that givo twenty to twenty-iiv- o'

drops, and if tho cow is not on her
feet in live or six hours from that time,
givo twenty drops more. Should tho
horns and cars bo quite cold an hour
or two after the third doso of aconite
has been given, givo ono or two ounces
of tincture of ginger in a bottlo of
warm milk and molasses. Tho milk
and molasses, in equal parts, may bo
repeated once in two or thrco hours
till there is a movement of tbo bowels.
Should the horns continuo to bo quite
cold add at least ono ouuco of tincturo
of gingor to each bottlo. Draw the
milk away at every opportunity.

In tho meantime keop the cow as
uch on her belly as possible Do

not lot her Ho on tho same side moro
than six hours at onco, but turn her
ovor occasionally, if sho doss not do so
herself in her unoasinoss.

A cow left lying on her broad sido
for ovor twelve hours without boing
turnod over would bo pretty sure to
die oven if thore was no disease.

Tho above treatmont applies to cows
of a naturally strong constitution, with
plonty of body and good size. Those
having cows of a small or dolicato,
narrow-chesto- d breod must gauge tho
medicino accordingly. Cor. Pacific
Rural Press.

other. Tho quality of tho milk varies
witli tho character and composition of
the soil. It is likely to mako a spongy,
gassy, and floating curd if
producod by cows pasturing on swaloy
and swampy ground. Tho best milk,
tho bust product, and tho oasiest to
make, is from up-Ian- d pastures, whore
tho water is runnin, and tho pastures
aro sweet.
