ARTHUR'S END.

The Twenty-fifth Presldent of the
United Btates Dead,

After Many Months of Sufte‘no~History
of His Carecr nd 0 Tenolier, Lawyor,
Politlclan and Presidents,

New Yonrg, Nov, 18—Chester Allan Arthur,
Ex-Prosidont of the Unitod States, died af hs
residence, on Loxington avenue, this morn-
ing, In his fifty-sixth yenr. Tuesday ovoning
be chintted with his daughtor, and tilked of
fishing cliuns for next summer, He wis 8o
cheerful that every member of the family
wis IIIlle‘v. and sail “Good-night” with pe-
fﬂ?f. for he hnd to rotire curly, Btopplig n

ew momenta longer, they spgaln bade him
*Good-nlght," and left him nlone with his it
tendant, who nssisted him to bed and then
wont to hie own room,

\l-'minrmluy1|mrulnu-mlr],\'lhn attendant on-
tered the bed-ohumbor, and nat recolying the
usunl cheery salutation hastened to the
couch nnd found Mr. Arthur lylng on his
rleht side, broathing with dificully. Anx-
fous questions, hustily repeated, brovght no
answers, and the nursc, fest aloeming tho
houseliold, ran for the famlly physiolans,
They came, und discovered that apoplexy hud
occurred during the night, followed by pai-
alysls of the right side. They workod hiro-
feally all day, bringing to thelr wid nll that
modieal selence wnd wkill could suggrost,
times they were rewarded with faint glonms
of roturning consclousness,  quickly suce
cteded by nrelepse to the former condition.

Toward nighttall the eyes spoke, but hiy

Genernl Arthur's History.

Chestor Allan Arthur wes horn in Paie-
xld, Franklin County, Vi., October 5, 1850,
and was the eldest of o family of two sons
and three duughters,  His  fathor, Hov,
Willlam Arthur, was n Baptist clorgymun,
He died In Newtonville, near Albuny, N.
Y. October 27, 1856 The President’s enrly
educution wus ncquired in the schools of
Vermont, and at the nge of Afteen he entored
Unlon College at Schenectady, N. Y., wradus
uting high in his cluss In 840, During his
collége course he supported himself in part
by teaching, und after his graduation he cons
tivued in that occupation for about two
yours, belog for a time prinelpal of the Pow-
null- Acodemy in Vermout, Moantime he haa
nigo devoted himsell to the study ol Jnw,

Huving beeandmitted to the bar, he formod
a partocrship with Henrey 1), Gardinor, snd
the twosettled down to practice in New York,
epldly wequiring u good degeee of sucoess,
Early in his professional curcor Mr. Arthur
murried g davghter of Licutennnt Herndon,
of the United States Navy, an officer who hud
gone down with his ship ut scw, and whose
widow iwas tho ruulrlum of a gold mednl,
voled by Congress In recognition of bhis
brivery. Mrs, Arthar died [n 1850,

Mr. Arthur enrly took an autive Interoast in
polities ug w Henry Cluy Whig, and was
delegura to the convention ut Suratogs, which
founded the Repulillean purty of New York.
Hefore the war he was Judge Advooute inthe
State wilitin,

When Edwin D Morgan became Governoe
of New York In 156 he wppointed Mr. Arthur
Enginecr-in-Chicf on his staff, and he wus uf-
terwurd mude [nspector-Genernl and thoen
Quaurtermuasier-Genernl of the militin foroes
ol the Stute, which he held until the end of
Governor Morgan's termm, wt the olosoe of 18.8.

In November, 18571, he was Appointed by
President  Grant Colleotor of Customs ut
the port of New York, und wis reappolnted
in f:".:n. His  second appointment was
promptiy confirmed by the Sonute without
a ususl reference to " committes, Prests
dent Hayes, after bis acocssion to the olos
in 1877, promulguted nn order forbidding
persons in the civil service of the Governe
ment from tuking nny active part In polit-
feal manngement. My, Arthur was at that
time chalrmun of the Republican Contrul
Commitiee of New York City, apd Mr, A
B. Cornell, who held the po«fmm of Naval
officer, wus chairmun of the Stute Contral
Committes of the same party. Both ROl
tlemen noglocted to comply with the Presi-
Fdoent's order by reslgning thoeir purty posi-
tiops, nnid were suspended from office in
July, 155,  An  attempt  had previously
been mnde to  suspend  General Arthur
by removing him and appointing  Lis
Auoeessor  durlng  the  session of  the
Benute, but the appointment wins not
confiried,  The successor uppolnted aftor
his suspension in July was confirmed inoffiee
AL the following session of the Senite. Two
special ecimmitices investigated Mr. Arthur's
ndwindstracion of tho Colleotor’s offico. nnd
reported nothing on which o charge of offiolsl
dureliction could be based, Both the Prosie
dent and tho Becretury of the Troasury, in

ored in His Funeral

Corrled to Fis Lant Resting Mace Withs
out Pomp or Displuy.

New Yonwr, Nov, 9%—Proparations for
the obwequies of the late ex-Prosident
Arthur Began very early, There was no
service at the Louse.

General Sheridan, Dr. Cornelius R. Agnew.

The old
Scottish saying, that ‘o coo gives milk
her mou,' or in other words that she
is & mnchine for muaking ®ilk, is ver
npplicable, A cow can not make mil
out of nothing, notwithstanding that n
great many farmers scem to expect her
to do so.—Hield and Farm.

—Rich nitrogonous foods are the
most favorable to the elaboration of
milk. These nitrogoneous foods in-
orease the amount of milk secretod,
but do not materlally vary the relative
proportions of the solid constituents of
the milk, The proportion of water to
golids may be incrensed or diminished
by the food and drink, nnd the nmoant
of solids may be increased or dimin-
ished in the same wuy. But practieally
the relutive proportions of the solids
remain unchanged. It therefore fol-
lows that good feading pnys. It makeos
better milk by reducing the proportion
of water.— Toronto Miil.

CRUMBLY BUTTER.

The Quality of Winter Dalry TProducts
Dependent on Judiclous Feeding,
Winter-made butter earries its own
certifieate of quality. Tt Is usunlly
white and tallowy, and erumbles into
small fragments. It is always deficient
in the oily part of the fut. Fats consist
of three acids: stearie, miargaric and
oleie, combined with glycerine. Stearie
acld or stoarine is havd, white and fri-
rble: vleie neid or oleine is yellow, soft
and oily, and dilutes the whiter and
harder stearine and margarine, Inthe
winter the oleine of butter ie much
less proportionate, being used up in
making fat, to keep the animal warm.
And unless food that is rich n oil is
royvided for the cows, the butter made
n the winter will always be hard and
erumbly and white in color. This
fact applics nlso to some cows which
consume the oleine of the food, and
consequently make white, hard butter
at all times ; but much more so in win-
ter than in summer, while otheras
make richly yellow nnd oily butter.
The rich hutter of the Jersey cows is
associated with a lean carcass, while
gome other cows are always fat and
sleek, but their butter is white and of

‘poor flavor.

Much, however, may be done in the
way of feeding to sccure an excollent
quality of butter, even in winter, Somoe
of those who have made winter dairy-
ing a specinl  business are much
troubled by the poor quality of the
butter, a.mf farmers gencrally. who
make butter at this season, complain
almost universally of the same diffi-
culty. While some part of it lies in
the cows, beyond doubt, yet the groater
part of the diffieulty is in the feeding,
and dairymen must provide an abun-
danece of food that is rich in oily matter,
to supply both the wants of the cow
for herself to sustain the vital warmth,
and to leave an abundunt surplus for
the butter. A ecaution may be given
against depending upon the so-called
oil meals for this Vur]mao. By tho new
process in use in the mills every parti-
c¢le of oil, in cottonsesd and linseed, is
taken out by means of benzine, or
naphtha. as it is sometime called,
which dissolyes the oil and leaves the
meal entirely free of it. Formorly,
these meals contained from ten to
eighteen per cent. of oil, and they were
thon most valunble food for fattening
and for the butter dairy. Now, they
are of no use for making fat, excopting
so far as their protein elements may
be converted into It by a roundabout
transformntion; but it is known that
fat, given in the food, is formed into
an emulsion by the process of mastica-
tion and digestion, and is assimilated
directly and taken into the blood by
way of the lactenl vessels and the por-
tal vein, If we want to get rick millk
we must foed food rich in oil, and the
best food of this kind we ean use is
corn meal, finely ground, mixed with
cut hay, or fadder, sothat itis thorough-
ly masticated and made to vield up its
oil to the action of the suliva.—7, 8.

FOUL ODORS.

Room for Improvement fu the Way Some
Uheere-Fauotories Are Kept.

Any one who has visited a number
of cheose factories does not need to he
told that there is room for u vast jm-
provement in the way they are kept in
many instunces, In some cases their
construction is so faulty that it is difi-
cult to keep them free from unpleusant
odors, and probably thisis due a8 much
or mora to the way the floors are made
than to any other reason. The whey
epilled upon them gets into eracks und
crevices, or into the grain of the wood,
which becomes soft by much wetting
and soon sours and rots, to fill the room
with unsavory fumes, These do the
double mischief of affecting the henlth
of the occupants and the quulity of
cheesa they manufacture. In the work-
man they produce s feeling of lassitude
—a senic of dullness, heaviness nnd
exhnustion, as if oxoessively fatigued,
though the work has only been moder.
ate und light. In the ohoeese they pro-
duce n flavor corresponding with 'the
charaoteristics of the fumes from the
floor, and whon pretty Intonse the
cheoso noquires a sort of sour und me-
tallic taate, ns if the milk had stood in
rusty vessels. To avold theso disagreos
able effects the floors should be made
Barﬂwtl tight and inclined ton fixed

no of doprassion, so thut all slops shall
be cluiehly drained away, and, as soon
a8 the work of the day is over, the
whale floor should be witted over with
& weuk solution of copperas water,
which should be kept on hand and dis.
solved in advance, to bo ready for nse,
Copperns is ono of the most powerful
antiseptios and disinfestunts’ know p,
and & very wenk solution anly will ha
nooessnry.
