. 1ein many London thoroughfares
miust have hoen considarably natonished
of Inte by the appearance of a strange-
looking vehiele apeeding swiftly along,
propelled hy ten ridors, who sat all ina
row, like the erew of nn elongated uni-
versity rowing-bont. This novelty In
means of locomotion was on fts way to
Aldorshot, where, by authority of the
War Office, it will bo tested with »
view to its adoption for military opera-
tions, Itis the latest adaptation of
four-in-hand quadrioyelo and it s ine
tonded for the rapid transport of ine
fantry from one point to another,
When fully manned It carries twelve
men, who can take with them, if
orderod, o light baggage enrt or am-
munition wagon. The adyantagoes of
mounting men thus in singlo file instead
of two or four abreast ave, first of all,
that the machine Is mors manageable,
and second, that power for it presonts
less surface to a strong hoad wind, one
of the obstacles most difficult for oyclista
to overcome. The spoed that can be
got out of such a machine by ten oz
twelve moderate ridors is quite surpris-
ing. Ten miles an hour would be con-
sidered a low average rate, and sixteen
have been easily accomplished. It Is
#aid to be affected loss than any other
velocipeds by nny roughness in the
thoroughfires, nnd it passes over newly
metalled bits of road with comparative
ease. All the tires are wired on tho
Otto principle, so that they can not be
greatly damaged by cuts from sharp
stones,

For men mounted thus thero is, of
courso, a considerable saving in Inbor,
and probubly other advantages might
be claimed from o military point of
view. These ave, however points that
will be fully tested at Aldershot. Re-
cently a machine manned by ten riders,
who did not take their baggage van
with them, set out for Messrs. Singors’
warehouse on Holbern viaduct at ona
o'clock, when the currents of traffic
were running strong in opposite direc-
tions. The whole control and steering
of the machine is in the hands of one
man, and he had no apparent difficulty
in managing it, even where the thor-
oughfare was most densely crowded,
It turned easily enough in less space
than a hansom would have needed and
thrended its way among numberless
vehicles without mishap, though the
drivers of cabs and omnibuses neglected
their own business to gaze at the strange
appnrition ns it sped past them.

The crew in charge of the multiogple
are all “trained volunteers, who will be
able to exccnte any military evolution
that may be demanded of them with in-
telligence, and altogether the experi-
ment is one in which military men take
a lively interest, The latest novelty in
velovipedes has not as yet been sub-
mitted to the agents of any Continental
power, and will be subjected to its first
practical trial for military purposes at
Aldershot.—London Daily News.

THE PENSION OFFICE,
How Tt OMeoars Disposs of the Milllons
of Communieations Addressed to It
At the close of the last fisenl yoear,
June 50, 1886, the Unitod States Coms
missioner of Pensfons, General John O.
Blnck, submitted n teport to the Sovore-
tary of the Interior in which he stated
that the burean had on its roll at thut
tima 305,783 pensioners costing the Gov-
ernment for the year over sixty-three
million dollars. General Blhok also
stated that during the year closnd, the
names of 40,867 new pensioners hid
beon placed on the list, that 2,220 hiad
been restored, and that 22,080 had been
dropped. This enumeration, g0 ensy
to state, stands for nn amount of work
quite inconceivable to one unncquainted
with the workings of the Ponsion Ofies,
At the time this veport was sube
mitted, the lnw allowed the office to give
pensions to all soldiers wounded in the
military servico of the United States,
or who had incurred disability from
their scrvice, to the widows, minor
children and dependent relatives of
soldiers, to all invalid sailors, and their
widows, minors and dependent rela-
tives, to survivors of the war of 1812
who could prove sixty days’ service,
and to widows of soldiers in that war,
It will be seen that the business of
the Pension OfMice in dealing with ap-
plicants for pensions, becomes two-lold:
to grant pensions to those the law
points out as deserving, and to with-
hold them from clnimants which it does
not recognize, To do this the office
must have on its records satisfactory
evidence in the case of an invalid, that
o mnn by such a namoe and from such a
place actually had the service claimed,
that the claimant is this man, and that
his injury or disubility is undoubtedly
the result of his service; in the case of

Ywidows, ete.'” (as the Pension Office

and dependent velatives), that the
service of the soldier or sailor is as
claimed, that the claimant’s identity is
established, and that there is no doubt
about the dependence. To show briefly
some of the striking features developed
in gathering and handling this testi-
mony and in forming conclusions, is
the business of this article.

Under the law the number of persons
who may rveceive pengions is, of course,
very lnrge, while the number who may
pretend to have just claims is almost
inestimable. The Pension Ofice has
all kinds of people on its hands, both
honest and dishonest; the old soldier,
poor and disabled, who has spent years
without filing his application and only
doing s0 now because his injuries are
driving him to the poor-house; dis-
heartenedl widows frightened at the
money and time it takes to establish
their claims and nervous at the ques-
tions; unreasonable women who know
their husbands were in the army and
indignant that the office does not tnke
theirword for it; well-to-do and healthy
men determined to get still n little more
to add to their incomes; and out-and-
out frauds, keen, tricky, and prepared
at every point.

Applications and testimony must be
in writing and they come in showers.
Last year the number of pieces of mail
received in the office was over two mil-
lion, tho mail some days running as
high us eleven thousand separate
picces, Euach communication referred
more or less directly to a new ense,
a pending case, or had a hearing on
tho status of one alrendy established.
Of course this enormons correspond-
ence must be handled with system and
care, nnd o very perfect method is em-
ployed, Each new upplication for a
pension and each application for an
incrense of pension goes from the mail-
ing division to what I8 known as the
record division, where it is vecorded,
and if a new ease, given a number by
which it is to be hereafter known on its
travels through the departments of tho
office, All future correspondence re-
Inting to this application is at once
jacketed with the oviginal application
and testimony, the object being to keep
every thing concerning each cuse to-
gether,

The data required before the claim
can be recovded and leave the division
is, for nn inyalid eluim, the full name
and address of the soldier, with the
company, regiment and State from
which he enlisted, also any other service
he muy have had.  If o widow's cliuim,
the above fucts are required and also
data regarding the pension, if any, the
soldierdrew, This dutn is sometimes
slow in coming into the record division,
claims lying for months before they can
be recorded. In spite of this fact the
division does an immense amount of
work. Last year 34,960 invalid appli-
cations, 18,238 widows', and 95,195 in-
crease applications were recorded.

The examination of the evidence to
establish the claim is given to what is
known aus the adjudicating divisions,
There are five of these—the Eastern,
Middle, Western, Southern, and Old
War und Navy.

POULTRY ON THE FARM.

Women Better Adupted to the Mannge-
ment of Chickens Than Men.

No farm would be completely fur-
nished without poultey, and perhaps
there are none without some species of
the featheved tribe; but it is doubtful if
many of them make poultry pay as well
ns it should, and as well as it can, with
a little knowledge of the proper man-
agement. This part of the farm depart-
ment is usually left to the management
of the women, and they think that if the
table is furnished and all the snrplus is
sold, their duty ends. It is true that
agricultural journuls have changed this
on many farms, but that there is much
more yet to be learned and put into
practice, is evident from the fact that
our country imports millions of dollars’
worth of eggs alone,

There are many women who would
be benefited by more out-tloor employ-
ment, and they arve better adapted to
the management of the poultry than
the men ave, if they will only praoperly
inform themselves upon the subjiet,

Many women, however, would have
serions obstacles in the way, because
of luck of suitable buildings and en-
closures, I say serious obstacles, be-
eause some wmen ean not be conyineed
that chickens need any protection more
than that afforded by the warmest limb
of an apple tree. It will be uscless to
try to muke poultey pay without
needed convenionces, nml unless one
can have them it will be useless to un-
dertuke it,

Poultry droppings alone will pay
for all the feed the poultry consume, if
properly eared for, in the returns it
will bring from worn-out land, or the
quantity and quality of froit when ap-
plied to the orchurds, — Cor, Olio
Farmer.,

Corn-Stalks in Manure.

Where corn-stalks have been fed un-
eut their long, woody substance mukes
the manure not only difficult to handle,
but reduces its value very matevially.
Itis hard work doing good plowing with
loose long stalks covering the survface,
and when they are tuened under the fur-
row the effect on light, dry ground is to
nearly neutealize the value of the ma-
nure. In a dey season sueh munure
does even more harm than gowd, Ou
heavy and rather wot land these corn-
stulks may be benolicial by improving
its mechaniepl condition, espeelnlly for
corn.  But where corn-stalks huve been
eut into short lengths the stubs uneaten
surve an excellont purposs as o manure
absorbent, and in this condition make
good manure for any crop.— Chicayo
