PHYSICAL DECAY IN CITIES,

TYhat an Observer Hit) rhyslcnl Train-Iti- R

Abroad Health.
Lord Crnbazon, in a pncr in Tho Nine-

teenth Century on tho "Decay of Bodily
.Strength in Towns," says with reference
to England: "If we coiild isolate tho city
nml ptovent nil internum Ingo with tho
country, tho degeneration in tho physiquo
of tho inhabitants of tho former would
probably bo go marked 0.1 to horrify tho
public." It is diillcultto secure statistics
relating to UiU decay in consequence) of
tho perpetual influx from tho country,
hut "it is only necebsary," ho nays, "for
an intelligent man or woman to walk
through tho Blums of our groat towns" to
recognizo tho substantial facts In tho case.

What Is true in this particular in Lon-
don is oven moro marked in Now York.
We havo moro thickly populated districts
in this city, lesa clean streets and inferior
sanitary regulations. Tho national im-

portance of physical deterioration in
towns is greater in England than in tho
United States, because tho proportion of
her urban population is much greater,
but this certainly should not lessen tho
humauo purpose of improving tho con-
dition of things in our cities. Wo resem-
ble tho English, at least, in being behind
othor nations in giving heed to tho mat-
ter of bodily health and strength. "Al-
most overy nation in Europe," says tho
writer, "except ourselves, has established

a system ofjcompulsory physi-
cal training" in its schools "and spends
largo sums of monoy in strengthening tho
bodios and nerves of its future citizens."
In Germany, besides its gymnastic train-
ing, each child at school is supplied with
n sound midday meal, and if tho parent
cannot pay for it tho state does. In tho
Swedish schools thcro is a physical drill
accompanied by music, trance lias taken
tno hint from Germany, and since 1870 is
paying somo attention to building up the
lxxlily strength of her youth.

This is only ono sido of tho subject of
health in cities. Tho othor features will
suggest themselves at onco. Tho point
is that wo need an awakening to tho im-
portance of tho matter. Every palo faco
and weakly body, in tho tenement dis-

tricts especially, is an appeal for' more
breathing spaces in tho city, lietter dwell-
ing and other sanitary regulations, physi-
cal education in tho common schools and
good food. If England is remis3 in this
general respect, how much more 60 nro
we? Now York World.

Tho Czar's Highest Aim.

czar's highest aim is to bo crowned
"emperor of Asia," on tho site of tho
holy sepulcher at Jerusalem.

It is of great
tugnificanco that the Emperor Alexander
III confides much moro upon the power
of religious enthusiasm than either of his
predecessors did. Ho wishes to procure
h moro official and ostentatious conse-
cration of his religious authority, and to
havo his position emphasized as the
supreme protector of tho eastern churches
and tho orthodox faith, and so rally all
Greek oriental churches and peoples
uround tho person and office of the czar
ns tho Constantino and Justinian of tho
modern world. Tin's bold project has
been long in preparation; is never lost
Bight of in any diplomatic movement,
and no sacrifice of money is thought too
great to sccuro this end. Numbers of
Bcttlemcnts of eastern monks, of appar-
ently harmless and unpretending char-
acter, have been and oro being founded,
and Russia finds tho money for tho pur-chos- o

Something About nig Can nit,
A British engineer named Boyd, who

has visited tho Panama canal, and since his
return has read a paper before tho En-
gineers' society at London, reports that
tho excavation will go slower in tho
future than in the past. Ho thinks for
the rest of tho work 2,200,000,000f. and
twelvo years of timo will bo required
that is to say, $440,000,000, in addition
to what has already been sunk. Long
before that lime tho Nicaragua canal
ought to overtake Do Lesseps' enterprise,
to say nothing of bankruptcy. Admiral
Ammen, in a pamphlet recently issued,
cites tho case of tho Caledonia canal of
Scotland, which is 60 miles from sea to
sea, 87 miles by lake and 23 by canaliza-
tion, and reaches a summit level of 103
feet, or only 8 feet loss than that of tho
Nicaragua canal. Yet the owners of ves-
sels ore glad to save a short sea voyago
of only 400 miles by locking over this
height. Tho cost of the Caledonia, which
is 120 feet wide and 20 feet deop, was
only $500,000. Tho Nicaragua passaeo
13 170 miles long, 04 by river and 00 by
mice, leaving omy uu xor canai, tne out-
side cost of which is estimated at less than
$50,000,000, including railroad and seven
locks. Scientific Journal.
