rroofl That tho Earth ‘Turns.

It has puzzled the beads of a good
many youngsters fo know how the
earth turns round. A German educa-
tional journal, published in Frankfort,
gives t]‘m following directions for prov-
mg that the earth ‘‘does move:"
“Take a good sized bowl, (ill it nearly
full of water, and place it upon the
floor of aroom which is not exposed
to shaking or jarring from the street.
Sprinkle over the surface of the water
a coating of lyecopodium powder—a
white substance \\'lhich is sometimes
used for the purposes of the toilet, and
which can be :;Lmined at almost any
\ulmtluwar_\“n. Then upon the surface
of this eoating make, with powdered
| charcoal, a straight black ling, say an
| inch or two in length,

“Having made thislittle black mark
with the charconl powder on the sur-
face of the contents of the bowl, lay
down upon the floor, closeto the Imwt
a stick or some other strnight objeet,
so that it will be exactly parallel with
the mark. If the line happens to be
parallel with a erack in the floor, or
with any stationary objeet in the room,
this will serve a8 well. Leave the
bowl undisturbed for a few hours, and
then observe the position of the black
mark with reference to the ohjeot that
it was parallel with. Tt will be found
to have moved about, and to have
moved from east to west—that is to
say, in the direction opposite to that
of the movement of the earth on its
axis, The earth, in simply revolving,
has carried the water and everythin
else in the bowl around with it, bu
Itlm powder has been left behind a

little. The line will always be found
to have moved from east to west,
whieh proves that everything clse has
moved the other way."—Court Jour

An interesting optical illusion may
be experienced nimost any night when
thero is o slight mist on the Third
Avenue Elevated railway between
Houston uand Grand strect stations,
About (ifty yards from either of these

So dense is this
shadow that the lights north of the
Houston street station cannot be dis-
tinguished from Grand street, A train
going norith or south seems about to
plunge into the thickest sort of smoke
when it reaches the point in question,
but the Leadlight may be scen, nover-
theless, shining along the track
through the up}mrc-nl!y impenetrable
mist, even with more luwmninousness
than along other parts of the road.
