site rc'tilt--- . Ho is in such a dilem-
ma as the .schoolmunu. A pupil
told her that his parents had two
ons and he had no brother.

She was puzzled until .sho found
that the boy had lied.

I think that we can prove that
the protective puzzle is to be solved
in the .same manner.

I have before this referred to
"Hradstrcet's" because it is a re-

liable authority. In the issue of
that paper for May '1 the situation
of the copper market is discussed.
After considering the condition and
.stability of the new jvjol of copper
owners in this country the editor
jirne-ecd- s to say:

"The owners of tho stock and the
miners on this side of tho water
are protected by u duty of 4 per

is little, if any. reason to anticipate

terms, while ICuropean consumers
get their metal for S to ! cents a
jioiiiid."
in other words the consumer pays
jnore in this country for copper
and copper products by the amount
of the taritr tax. Why is this?
fho explanation is clear, and in
explaining it I think 1 can show
.the rea'-o- oftho protective policy.

Let us suppose that we have free
commercial intercourse with the
world. All our hiirplus wealth will
bo employed; ail our workmen
Jnisy. There will be few idle men,
:md no .surplu.s capital. At this
time a Frenchman invents a new
artificial skin for sausages, which
lie can sell to cheap that it will
not pay to use the
skins or bags. Itapidly the new
French article will supplant the
old, and a market will be created
jn this country for it. As a

tho sausages will sell
cheaper.

Now, .sausages are very good
eating. More sausages are con-

sumed than some readers will be-

lieve. In fact, so many are con-

sumed that the cheapening of their
price is very material item of do-

mestic economy.
Ikit.some shrewd fellow con-

ceives the idea that we ought not
lo buy those .skins of France. We
ought to make them ourselves. He
finds out the reason why the .skins
are not made here. All thecapital
of the country employ-
ed. The making of those skins
would be an experiment here.
Capital will not turn from an es-

tablished industry to a new one un-

less the prospective profits were
greater. To create this new in-

dustry we must make the profits in
it greater than in other industries
This can be done by giving a
bounty,or by placing a tax of, say 4

cents per pound on French skins.
This is, in fact, done' and tho con-

sumer pays pay. 4 cents more, a
pound than before, so thattjie man-

ufacturer can make greater profits.
This is the very essense of pro-

jection. The effect of tho tariff-ta- x

s precisely the same in as a
ilirect subsidy given by the gov-

ernment to the manufacturer. The
tariff tax by preventingcompetition
permits manufacturers to ask high-

er prices. ."iiiYjdstreets" rofering
to the leceut event in the tax title
ays:

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There is it moro honest way of
preceding than this. American
labor is cheaper than English labor
because it is moro productive. Hut
American iron soils for higher
prices because, of the tnriir. If the
tarlfron iron was removed entirely
it would result In cheapening iron,
and tho manufaeturesof machinery
could compete with Europe aye,
could sell machinery in England.

Hut instead of doing this, tho
manufactures ask for higher taxes.
They know that tho taritr is in tho
nature of a subshh ; that it permits
them to make greater profits. They
do not desire to compete with
other countries, because their pro-

fits will be reduced. They do not
not ask for a subsidy, because- tho
masses will easily recognize the
robbery. With a tariiftax it is diff-ireu-t.

Tho robbery is veiled undir
plausible but superficial reasoning,
nice terms; and because- the opera-
tion of the taritr is so intricate that
ordinary men will not understand
It.

Subsidies like onerous direct
taxes would stir up opposition. Hut
by subsidizing indirectly wo ac-

complish our end Justus byindirect
taxation tyrants raided excessive
revenues without rebellion. In
neither case do the masses know
that they are taxed.

"Tho protective system is simply
a system of encouraging certain
industries by enabling those carry-
ing them on to obtain higher prices
for the goods they produce. It is
a clumsy and extravagant modo
of giving encouragement that
could bo given much better by sub-

side," says a well known writer.
If the people once realized that the
tarifl'is in fact a subsidy; Mint they
are taxed for tho benefit of a few
manufacturers or owners of raw
materials, as iron and copper, it
would not be long before this whole
sale systen of robbery would be
wiped out. II

Some "Useful Information
on a. Very Common

Subject.

The yelk of egg alono is better
for invalids, and will bo frequently
relished when the white would he
rejected. When cream cannot be
procured for coffee the yelk of a
soft boiled egg is a very good sub-

stitute.
To prevent the Juiuo of fruit pies

from soaking Into tho bottom crust
wash the bottom crust with a
beaten egg before putting in the
fruit.

When making frosting in warm
weather &et tho whites of eggs on
Ice for a short ti'ue before using.
If the eggs you have U use for
frosting are not quite as froli as
you would desire, a pinch
of salt would make tioin beat

(stjfef, 'JJiewhJto of ni egg, an

equal quantity of cold water and
confectioners sugar' triple
X sufficient to make it tho re-

quired consistency, makes a frost
ing which is very nice, and, as it
requires no beating, is very enslly
made.

When beaten eggs are to be mix-

ed with hot milk, as in making
gravies and custards, dip tho hot
milk into the beaten eggs a spoon-

ful at a time, stirring well each
lime, until the eggs are well tliln- -

ed, then add both together; this
will prevent the eggs from curd
ing.

It is always a question what to do
with the whites or yelks of eggs
that is left after making cake
frosting, etc. Either will keep well
for it d'iy or two if set in a very
cool place the yelks well beaten
and the whites unbeaten.

Sort out tho littlo eggs and keep
them for sottloiug coffee, using the
larger ones for baking.
Whe.i eggs are plentiful and cheap

in summer wasli all those used in
cooking before breaking. Save the
shells, and when a quantity are dry
crush them line, beat a half dozen
eggs well and stir them into the
shells,. Spread them where they
will dry quickly, and, when thor-
oughly dry put it in a thin cotton
bag and hang in a very dry place.
In winter when eggs are scarce and
dear, a tablespoonful of this mix-

ture put in a cup, it little cold
water poured over it and left to
stand over night, or left a half an
hour or so before breakfast, will
answer the purpose of a whole egg
in settling coffee.

To clean vinegar bottles and
oriiut,cru3hcd egg-sliel- ls in a little
water are as good as shot, besides
being healthier and handier.

To mend broken china use a
cement made by stirring plaster
of Paris into the white of an ".

An egg, well beaten, added to
a tumblerfull of sweetened milk,
with two tablespoonfuls of the best
brandy or whiskey stirred in, is ex-

cellent for fehle and aged persons
who can take little nourishment.

Tho eggs of the turkey are nearly
as good as those of the
hen, and that of the goose is about
preferable for most culinary pur-
poses. Duck eggs have a richer
flavor, but are not as desirable to
eat alone; they are, however as
good for all purposes of cookery,
and for puddings and custards su
perior to any. Good Housekeep-
ing.
