1 have a hennery whieh for economy
of apace and capital goes ahoad of any
thing I ever saw.

A
partition runs across it #ix feet from
ono end, and from this pavtition to the
other ond another partitlon extenda
They are made of slats which run from
the topof the nnsts to the roof.

tloping board sixtoon inches wide covers
tho nests and prevents the fowls from
roosting on them. There is alsoa row
of boxes beneath the mests for old
lime, ashes, ground bone and oyster
shells. The perches are placed under
the nests and over a platform. The
platform should not bo more than six
inches below the roost, so that the
birds will bo induced to occupy the
perches at night. This room will ac-

ecommodate fifty-two fowls. The room
at the end wmay be used for sitters or
for a duck-house., A ventilator has been
placed in each end and comes to within
one foot of the floor. For thosa who
wish to keep a small number of poultry
this is the house to build.—C, 8.

Homoe-Made Rennet.

I have always used home-prepared
rennot; but would advise the purchase
of liquid rennet extract A calf's ren-
net should be turned, emptied of its
ocontents, and slightly rinsed, and then
filled with salt and thoroughly dried.
Then for some days before it is needed,
it should be soaked in a quart of strong
brine, to which the {uice of a lemon
should be added. The milk should be
set at about 00 degrees, and enongh of
the rennet should be added te bring the
cheese in from %0 to 50 minutes. A lit-
tle experience will determine the proper
amount, If the rennet is good about a
tablespoonful for each five gallons of
milk will be right, Stir thoroughly for
two or three minutes when it is putin.
When the cbeese comes, it will look
like clabbered milk, and should be care-
fully sliced with the strip of tin, out-
ting both ways, so that the top will ap-
pear in squares half an inch or so in
size. Let it stand until the whey begins
to separate, and the curd settles out of
sight; then lift it gently from the bot-
tom and cut or break it into pleces not
much larger than a thimble, and by
pouring hot water between the tubs
raise the temperature to 100 degrees.
Lot the ourd remain In the whey, stir-
ring it gently occasionally to bring
every part of it in contact with the
whey, and to serate it, until it develops
o little acidity, and becomes firm enough
80 that it feels springy to the touch,
and squeanks between the teeth; then
dip it up and drain the whey off as
rapidly as possible. The draining will
be hastened by slicing the curd fre-
quently, cutting It In narrow slices
each way; then with the hand break it
up and gather the corners of the cloth
over it, and lay a weight on it; a small
bhoard and a stone can be used for the
purpose, Three or four repetitions of
this will reduce the bulk. Now cut it
into half-inch slices and spread them
out a fow minutes to cool, and it will
be ready for the press. — Rural New
Yorker,

Pruning Shade Trees.

& common error in tree-pruning, says
Prof. D. E. Lantz, in the Industrialist,
is the ldea that a branch which is to be
removed should be cutone or two inches
from the trunk, leaving a stub. . An ex-
amination of the stubs two or three
years later will reveal a dead place ex-
tending deeply into the wood, and doing
permanent injury to the tree. On the
other hand, a considerable branch may
be romoved from a thrifty tree, if cut
close up to the trunk, and the scar will
grow over In asingle season. After a tree
is once started in & permanent place it
ought not to be severely pruned. Dur-
ing the first season of growth there is
often s tendency to put out new shoots
along the trunk, 'Those must bo re-
moved, but they can be easily rubbed off
when they first appear. If left there lsa
tendency of the part above these shoota
todie. At least, they lack vigor und
make little growth. A common mistake
in pruning is to cut the tops outof large
trees. ‘The finest trees are those that
grow in the natural form. Any attempt
to make a dwarf of a tree by pruning Is
unnatural, and shows want of taste,
horticulturally spesking. Evergreens
espocially should not huve the tops re-
moved unlesss they are grown in a
hedge. The natural shape of a treo ls
not that seen in a corowded forest, but
its ghape whon growing freely in an lso-
lnted position,

Corn an Food,

According to recent experience with
an acre of corn, st the New York Ex-
porimont Station, corn stulks are not by
any means a porfect food, It I8 much
o0 watery in its green stage, and is not
woll balanced botween the albuminoids
and ocarbo-hydrates, The exporlment
found that when the corn tasscled it
contained 0.81 ton of sollds to 8,19 tons
of water. When fully silked it con-
talned 1.64 tons of sollds to 11.88 tons
of water; when in thu watery stage .88
tons of solids and 18.07 of water; when
glazed, #02 tons of sollds and 12.52 of
water; when fully ripe, it contalned 890
tons of solids and 10.27 tons of water,
In the earlier stages of the growth, to
obtaln 25 pounds of dry matter, which
is thought to bo neocsgary for s 1,000+
pound animal, the cow would have to
eat 800 pounds of forage, Such feed 18

The Bommer method 18 not specially
intended for the application of lguid
manurs, but savea it with absorbents
made into & compost plaend over n pit
Into which the liguld drains. There is
& water-tight clstern made on the sor
face n foot or ko in depth, and thia is
covored with rails or logs, or an ojen
flpor upon which the manure is heaped.
The manure I8 mixed with any thing of
a fertilizing oharacter, no matter what
it i, to that it will absorb manure and
decay and make plant foodi The sta-
bles are drained, and the drains flow
into the clatern. A common wooden
pump is fitted in the center by whick
the liguid I8 brought up and poured over
the heap, The heap receives all the
rain water, and any oexcoss of it sinks
through the heap and is enught in the
clstorn and dilutes the liguid manure
in it

This is a simple affair, but it is a very
useful suggestion, and sarves a valuable
purpose, It is most timely just now in
view of the modern discoveries in re-
gard to the nitrifioation of the soil and
the certain development of nitrates
from the free nitrogen of the atmos
phere, made by Prof. Hellriegel, and
corroborated by ex) riments of Sir, J.
B. Lawes during the last two years.
Sir J. B. Lawes' reports, just now pub
lished, of his tests in 1888 and 1880
have satisfled him—as far as his ex-
tremely cautious and conservative
habit of mind (a habit, by the way,
which might most usefully be imitated
by many other scientific experimenters)
permits him to say—that Hellriogel's
views are Sound; for by the use of an in-
fusion of soil under certain ocircum-
stances he found leguminous plants pro-
cured four or flve times as much nitro-
gen as he expected, and that this oagpe
from the free nitrogen In the soll,
through the actions of cortain well rec
ognized organisms.

Now,the composting of organic matter
with earth or available soil has long
been known to produce large quantities
of nitrates, as witness the old method
of making saltpetre beds for the purpose
of procuring this nitrate for the manu-
facture of gunpowder, a practice much
used befors the discoveries of the South
Ameorican nitre deposits. Hence this
so-oalled Bommer method gives much
present interest just now. These or-
ganisms which exist in the soil must
exist also in the atmosphere and sbe
brought down by the rain, und itonly
requires a heap of munure to he com-
posted with organic rmatter, with some
available soll as the yeast, so to speak,
to start the fermentation, and to moisten
the heap with the highly nitrogenous
lHquid manures, and facilitate the pas.
sage through it of the atmosphere,
which is done by Mr. Bommer's plan of
leaving an air-space under the beap, to
sot this nitrifying ageney at work, and
to gather whatever of the atmospheric
nitrogen can be made available.

The old plan and the new discovery
fit together admirably, and the old
farmer who has passed away yet loaves
behind him his useful work, which
should bring him a well-deserved repu-
tation, but one of which unfortunately
he can not now enjoy the frults. Itis
to be hoped that this old method may
not be patented by somo new discoverer
who will tax the public for the work of
his appropristion. Lest this might
happen, I desire to inform your many
readers who may usefully put the
method in practice before any royalty
can be oharged them for the use of it.

In these days of agricultural depres-
sion, every thing must count to reduce
expenses and Increase products, Mill-
fons of tons of lignid manure go to
waste every year, every ton of which
might yield twenty to thirvy bushels of
corn extra, or reduce the area of land
cropped In proportion, nnd so lessen
cost of production. All this may be
saved most profitably in this way, and
the saving of it will develop a habit of
saving and utilizing other wastes to
work up with it.—Henry Stewart, in
Country Gentleman.

Bimple nnd Improved Plows,
Before the introduction of cast-iron
plows, the implements in common use
were mostly of wood, with iron shares,
when a large part of tlie business of
country blacksmiths was in sharpening
the worn points. In half-civilized coun-
tries the plows were of various forms,
mostly a sharpened plece of wood, with
a rough beam ana handle—something
like the Moorish plow of the present
time, Fig. 1. The *bull plow,” largely

FRENCH TOBACCO.
[t In the Vileat and Dearest Articls on
the Face of the Earth,

It was a woman who did it. "“Unknown
the city of her birth, the town in which
sho died unknown, hor name has pere
fshod from the earth, this truth sure
vives alono,” and the truth is that sho
enused & nation of 40,000,000 of paople Lo
sufler from the vilest and dearest tobac-
oo on the face of the earth. She did it
through feminine vanity and in one mo-
ment avenged all that her sox has suf-
ferod from the selfishness of tobacco
smokers. And this I8 how it happened:
Ono evoning there was a ball atthe
Tuilleries. Napoleon sald to one of hin
ministers:

“Who {8 that woman over thore blaz
ing with jowola?"

“That,"” replied the minister, “is the
wite of M. ——, the tobacco manufact-
urer.”

‘“‘There is monoy in tobacoo,” said the
Emperor., “The government will have
a monopoly ol the tobacco business aftee
this,”

So the French Government, monarche
ial or republican, has ever sinen served
out > its unfortunate subjects such to-
baceo as it thinks they can smoke with-
out falling dend when they get the first
whiff. It costs from half a franc ton
franc for a packet containing a couple
of ounces. Tho government is not con-
tent with legitimate profits, but serves
out the most abominable mixture that
evor ingulted a respectable pipe. Itisa
blaclk, stringy, rank substance, and the
material of which it is made is kepta
deep socrat by the offleials. Some say it
is made from old rags, but this is evi-
dently untrue, for rags would smoke
much botter than Franch tobacco does.
Fearing an uprising among the English
and Awmerican residents in France, the
government reluctantly consented to
allow a couple of brands of English to-
bacco and one or two brands of Ameri-
can tobacco to be sold in the republic,
The price put on these goods glves
about three times the cost of the tobacco
to the government. Thus,apacket which
gells in Detroit for ten cents costs in
I'rance two francs, or forty cents—four
times the Ameriean price. Butin order
that the government can do its own
swindling and that the retailer will not
have achance torunin its own little
iocal swindle on you, the government
Goes one good thing. It prints on every
package of tobacco or bunch of cigar-
ettes the price that is to be paid.

The tobacco shops of France aro gov-
ornment offices and are filled with de-
serving people who have claims on the
government, as for instance, the widow
of a soldier who has died in the service
of his country. These tobaceo shops
are few, as compared with the number
found in English or Amerlcan cities.
They anre also practically sub-post-of-
fices, as they seoll stamps and weigh
your letters and papers. At the door of
most of the tobacco shops are lettor
boxes.

Hereln les a hint to the United States
Government. There s lond complnint
after every election that thera are not
enough post-offices for the patriots of
the party to fill. Let the Government
take over the tobacco shops of the
United Statos. Abraham Lincoln said.
when threatened with the small-pox,
that if he took it he would have some
thing to give every office-senker. 1t the
United States Government absorbed the
tobacco business it would be almost ns
woll fixed as Lincoln. In most large
eities there are thousands of tobacco
shops to one post-office or one customs
house, This is a good chance for the
Giovernment,

BOILING LAKES.
Some of the Wonders of the Northern Si=
erra Nevadas.

About one hundred miles north of
Oroville, at the foot of old Lassen.
there is a bolling lake covering several
acres. The depth of the lake is un-
known. but its entire surface constantly
boils like & huge kettle. The degree of
heat we do not know, but we were there
snbout ten yoars ago and remember dis«
tinctly that it would soald the skin from
the fingers in a very few seconds. Our
party agrees that it would Lofl an egp
in four minutes. The smell of sulphur
pervaded the atmosphere about the
lake, and around ita borders something
likesulphurcould be scraped up in hand-
fuls. This lake {8 near Hot Spring Val-
loy, at the base of Mount Lassen. Be-
tween it and the mountain there are,
perbaps, a' thousand bolling, bubbling
hot springs, and in tramping about these
springs the soles of a persons' shoes be-
come uncomfortably warm. Tho North
Feather river, at the base of Lassen, in
its trickling snows and springs, and in a
clear, cold and beautiful stream but a
foew leot wide, flows through this com-
munity of hot springs. Some of these
springs bubble up bolling water within a
span of the river. Standing in the midst
of these springs s peculiar sensation is
axperienced. At a thousand places the
earth emits a vapor of smoke, while un-
der the surface thore is a jarring, roar-
ing noise as If hudnreds ol steam en-
gines were in operstion, and the omin-
ous trembling of the earth produces a
fealing of uncertainty,

A short distance south of the Bolling

Loke and near Willow Lake, which is
beautiful, cold and clear, there are sny-
oral geysers that shoot up streams of
hot water from five to ten feot in dinme-
tor and eighteen to twenty feet high.
That is o grand and rugged country
about Mount Lassen, presenting overy
variety of natural beauty, and affording
unlimited flelds of study to the geolo-
gist, If it ls desired to look into the
crater of an extinet voleano, & trlp to
the summit of Lassen will gratity the
wish.
