ITS BEGINNINGS.

Tlio rirst TIiank9Kltln3 Day That Wero
Obgeneil 011 This Sldo tlio Water.

Tho firbt thanksgiving bervicc held
in North America was observed by re-

ligious ceremonies conducted by an
English minister by.tho narao of Wolf-a- ll

In the year 1S78 on the shores of
Newfoundland. The reverend gontle-ma- n

accompanied the expedition ttnder
Frobisher, to whom belongs tho honoi
of bringing tho first English cdlony to
settle on theso shores. This was per-
haps tho first Christian sermon
preached and the first celebration of
the Holy Communion in North
America.

Thu earliest record of any observanco
of a similar service within tho present
territory of tho United States was held
by the Pophum colony, who settled at
Sagadahoc, on tho const of Maine, in
August, 1007. This service was con- -
uucteu ny tne Jtev. air. Seymour, ac-

cording to tho directions of tho Church
of England for that Sunday. On tho
10th day of August (O. S.),' 1007, they
formally took possession of the New
World in tho namo of their sovereign,
unfurled tho proud flag of England
und laid the foundations of a free
Christian state with prayer and thanks-
giving. Their charter was unrolled
and read before all tho people, after
which a rsermon was preached by
Key. Richard Seymour. This was thir-
teen yeaib before tho landing of the
Pilgrims at Plymouth and threo
months after tho landing of tho com-
pany at Jamestown in Virginia.' At
the heme time thoy held the first pop-
ular' election in the territory of tho
United States, and tho firbt officers
elected to govern nn American com-
monwealth were chosen.

Tho Pilgrim Fathers anchored in tlio
harbor of Plymouth, Mnss., Saturday,
December l (O &), WS0. Monday, er

11 (O. ti.), a landing was mude
upon what is culled "Forefather's
Rock." During tlio long dreary winter
whjeh followed, forty-si- x of the one
hundred und one settlers died and had
been buried on tho bluff overlooking
tho paco of their landing.

November l, 1021, the ship Fortuno
arrived bringing an addition of thirty-fiv- e

personb. Thu Pilgrims had gath-
ered their.crops from twenty acres of
corn and from six acres of barley and
peas; the cold weather had brought
into tho harbor un abundunco of water
fowl, and deer und wild turkeys were
found in the forests near the settle-
ment. About' this tlmo Gov. Brad-
ford gave direction for the observance
of a day of thanksgiving to' be hold
DecemWr 18, 1021 (,0. S.),
