In nn Interesting account of a jour-

ney through the great canyons of the
Colorado river, Mr. Ilobort Hrewstor
Stanton gives in tho Cosmopolitan n
lively imprcEslon of tho danger of
scaling those marble cliffs, "which
stand fiom ono to two thousand feet in
vertical walls, with scarce a bench or
ledge wldo enough for a mountain
sheep."

Wo cnrofnlly pick our way nrouud
tho lower points of tho marble, up
through a crack somo two hundred
feet In height nnd out upon a little
ledgo pcihnps three foot wldo that
runs along tho solid wall, till our
progress seems cut oft by a shnrp but-
tress thnt projects beyond tho ledgo.

The buttress is the sharp
point extending out over tho bench.
On the other sldo of It Is tho .same lit
tle ledgo. To reach it calls for
strength of muBcle and something Hko
tho nlmblcness of a cat, for with too
of boot and ends of fingers fastened on
littlo points of mnrblo on ono sldo, it
Is necessary to tench just Biich points
on tho other.

I hesitate for a moment, look down
over the preeiplec, and carefully calcu-
late how long it would tnko to reach
tho bottom.
