If the 50 cent dollar'* thoory of The
Picnyune be truey the miners enn roap
uo profit from thedr silver bullion more
thisn they are now getting, If the dol-
lnre they will have coined aro to o
worth only 60 cents, how in the namo
of Julius Cwesnr can they derive noy
profit from o transnetion wherein they
must lose ot least 8 conts on each dol-
lar they have coined? The silver bullion
in o silver dollnr is (oday worth more
than 6O eonts, and if The Picayune cor-
reetly stutes the caxe there wonld be an
abwolute loss instead of nn enormous
gain to the owners of silver bullion in
froe eginnge. Dut The Pienyuue did not
menn that, for that s too self staltify-
ing a position even for Thoe Picayune to
take on the financial guestion. I believe
that it is a principle of law that whero
o donbt exists as to the true meaning of
uny clanse it must be construed in har-
mony with some other existing elauso
on the smne subject.

The DIfferentintion nnd Developmont of
Cattle, Pounltry nnd Plants

While Inventors and sclentists have
done much for sgriculture, yet the
firm Itself has been a source from
which has come much that is wonder-
ful. Looking over the work done dur-
ing the present century, It may safely
be nsserted that the animals on the
farm have been entirely changed in
gppenrance and characterlstics, 1t
peoms fs though man can control even
the living ereatures and adapt them to
his purposes. The horses hiave been
divided and elnssified to that extent as
to render them dissimilar in many re-
spects, The thoroughbred (runner),
quick dranght (hockney and ftrotter),
heayy draught (Percheron and Clydes-
dile) nnd the pony are ndapted to spe-
cial purposes,  Placed slde by side the
most {nexperienced can At once notlce
the diversity of forms, On the race
conrse the Clydesdale conld make no
competition with the thoroughbred,
and for heavy haunling on roads the
trotter cannot compare with the Per-
cheron, Yol neavly all of these breeds
trace In thelr pedigrees biuck to the
Arablan, but eareful selection hos car-
rled them into different chiannels, al-
tering thelr forms and endowing them
with certain desirable tralts,

Among ecattle wre found the FHol-
steln, Guerngey and Jersey, which have
been bred as producers of butter, the
former slso standing hlgh ns milkers,
along with the Ayrshirea, with the
Shorthorns, Angus, Galloways and
Herefords ns bee! breeds. Even the
horns have been bred away from the
Angus and Galloway. The Merino
sheep 18 made to produce fine wool, the
Dorset to excel In prolificncy, and tho
Cotswoldl, Lincoln and Lelcester yleld
large fleeces of combing wool, the mut-
ton breeds belng set off as “downs”
inclnding the Southdown, Hampshire,
Oxford and Shropshire, The Berk-
ghire, among swine, with Ita white
spot on the forehead and four white
foot (badges of purity) ex:els for its
hams, with Its binck and spotted rivals
—Essex and Pol nd-Chiniy—possessing
merits for thelr slde meats, the white
breeds—Chesters, Cheshires, Buffolks
and Yorkshires—also belng favoritea
in tho sectlons where they are best
ndapted. The farmer haa also pro-
duced mammoth geese and turkeys
and classifled poultry into ornamental,
sitters, non-aitters, prolific layers and
