Flguilng upon fifteen cows milked
dining I he year and not consldeilng
that two of these weie milked only
half the year, the aveiage number of
pounds of milk received fijom each
cow lor the twelve months was C,Slf,
bringing 3r0.r2 In cash at the cream-
ery. Our correspondent states that he
gets from $10 to $15 per head for
calves at throe months, while $'J5 Is
the pilccfiom this nge up to a year.
The showing made is an excellent one
and should serve to influence a num-

ber to change fiom a quite general
grain soiling to the dairy method of
farming.

If the potatoes you raised last year
are scabby and you do not want to
buy new seed, soak the tubers you
have for two hours In n 40 per cent
solution of formalin nt the proportion
of one pint to thirty gallons of wnter.
This can be done most easily and with
greatest economy to the solution by
putting the "praties" lu n gunny sack
nnd suspending them In the solution.
At the end of the time mentioned they
may bo raised and the solution allowed
to drain back into the band.

We have a number of inquiries re-

garding those sections of the country
in the fa- - west which are being
brought under litigation by the sev-
eral schemes which the government
has undertaken. TliTs" Information we
are unable to supply in any detail,
but we take it that the land depart-
ment of any of the gieat lailways
traversing the states wheio these Irri-
gated districts aiejcicated can furnish
much valuable Information along this
line, and they ought to get at It, for
many people want to know.
