As the processign passed along Town
street, it was greeled with all soris of
insulting shouts, jeers, and abuse by
vacious crowde, gathered at the corners,
As they marched along High street, the
nois in no degree diminished, the crowd
in town being unusuallly large, sad no
little nid being furnished to swell the
digposition to riot, doubtless, by per-
sons who did wot belong to the city.

The cheifl act in the riot ocourred near
the Unitad States Hotal, There isunv
end to the varity of statesmeunts ia rela-
tion to this portion of the affair, the
main point on which the differant ver-
sions turn being who committed at thie
purticular seene, the Grst act of violsnce

and killed,

As the killing of Foster will be the

Several other persons were injured in

After this engagement at the United,
States the principsl excitement of the
eveniug consisted in the arrests of Ger-
muii suspecied of having been engaged
inthe uffair, Some nineteen, many who
were undoubtly inaoeent, were taken,
sod lodged in jail, A large crowd joln:

sumie instances hurling boulders, swears
ing, cursing and makings wight hidous,
with vells and shouts, calling on the of -
feers to houg up to the lamp-posts and
telegraph poles the Germans ae fast s
they wus brought by to jeil, orus thejy
‘were marched slong tha streets,
