The end of England's policy of coer-

cion of wealcar powers is in sight,
Tho civilized world is about to con-

clude that John Hull has been a bully
long enough.

If President Cleveland wishes to stop
running the Nation in dobt he will rise
above the littleness of his party and
sign the emergency revenue bill with-
out hesitation. When tho deficiency
is ovorcome tho gold reserve will be all
right.

The financial resolution of Senator

es of the government These treasury
notes are immediately presented and
gold demanded therefor, bonds are
issued to securo the gold required, the
treasury notes are taken up by Mr.
Carlisle and paid out again in the at-

tempt to cover as far as possible the
deficiency of revenue. Thus the end
less chain keeps wiuding its load of

onded debt upon the country.
The Ohio Senator seeks by his reso- -

ution to compel the Secretary to pay
out the treasury notes for gold only,
which would necessarily maintain the

old reserve intact.
