AN EXPLOSION.
Rolling Mill Boiler at Hollidays-bur- g

Lots Go.

Three Men Killed, Four Fatally and
"

Twenty-Other- s Seriously Hurt.
s

Cause of the Accident a Mystory The
Holler Had Hut Itocently Heou Re-

paired and Teated A Portion or tho
itolllnp; Mill Completely Wrecked.

HoLLiDAYsnuno, Pa., Jan. 31. Tho
most disastrous affair that has hap-
pened in this section for years occurred
hero Thursday morning When a boiler
exploded in a largo rolling mills of tho
1 lolHdaysburg Iron arid Nail Co. Threo
persons woro killed, four may dio and
twenty others are more or less injured.

When tho accident occurred about a
hundred men wero at work at tho
mills. A cylinder boiler ex-

ploded without any warning, spread-
ing death and ruin in itb course. Tho
report of tho explosion was heard all
over the town, and several blocks away
houses wero shaken and dishes woro
rattled on tho broakfast tables.

In a short time a largo crowd of peo-
ple were collected. The cause of tho
explosion is a mystery. Engineer
Kramer was standing by his engino at
tho tlmo of tho nccldent. He says the
boiler had 100 pounds of steam on.
He was not hurt Tho boiler had
been repaired and tested about
sixty days ago. It is thought
there was no water in tho
boiler. Tho boiler was placed over
puddling furnaces and heated from
their fires. When it exploded it blew
open and went through tho roof, tear-
ing out tho entire end of the milt, and
was then hurled about 200 feet. It
crushed through the mill roof, throw'
lug the beams and iron in all direc-
tions, completely wrecking that part
of the plant As tho steam escaped
from the explosion the furnaces wero
demolished and stacks thrown down.
A number of puddlers woro buried
in tho ruins. Tho ond of tho boiler
was found 500 yards from tho mill. As
soon as tho steam and smoke cleared
away tho search for the victims be-

neath the ruins was begun. Lano, tho
bricklayer, was tho first man found.
Ho was discovered lying under the
bricks and near an unexplodcd boiler,
crushed to death. Cornelius Evans
was found lying near tho shears
with nearly tho wholo top of his
head torn off. It is supposed
ho had gono to the shears just
as tho explosion occurred fo"r material
for stocking the furnace. Merrill
Treeso was found near a furnace with
his skull fractured and burned in a
horrible manner. Samuel Kophart,
Samuel Marks, Robert Marks, Finley
Ferguson and: John Woomer wero
found in front of their furnaces cov-

ered with debris, where they had been
struck down. Tho other injured ones
were able to get out of the mill un-
aided.

Just beforo tho explosion a tramp
was seen cooking a pieco of meat in
front of ono of tlio furnaces and it is
supposed that ho was killed and buried
under tho ruins, as he has not been
seen since tho accident. The loss to
tho company is about S3 000, partly
covered by insurance.

President Cleveland has
vetoed several bills because tho In-

dians did not fully consent to the right
of way.
