8100,000,000-Thro- ne of Hankers
and Capitalists Were Tretent.

Washington, Fob. 5. Bids for S100,-000,0-

four-per-cen- t. United
States bonds were opened at the treas-
ury department at noon Wednesdoy
undorthe conditions prescribed in tho
circular Issued January 0 last by Sec
retary Carlisle. The principal condif
tlon is that'thc bonds must be pald'for
in gold.

Tho bids were oponed in the room of
Secretary Carlisle, nn apartment about
40x25 foet A large tablo was placed
at the south end of tho room overlook-
ing tho Potomac river and tho Wash-
ington monument, at which table sat
Secrotary Carlisle, Assistant Secretary
Curtis and several clerks.

In front of tho desk were placed a
number of chairs, and every seat was
taken by those who had come in par-
son to present bids, and many wore
compelled to stand. Hundreds of.
millions of dollars were represented.
Nearly all the bidders came from Now
York, but there was a sprinkling of
financiers and brokers fiom Chicago,
Cincinnati and other western cities,
and some from IJoston.

A largo tin box was placed on the
table shortly before 12 o'clock. It
contained tha bids. They were done
up by days, and upon each package
was marked the date on which tho bid
was received.

Under tho imraediato charge of As
sistant Secretary Curtis tho following
committee opened tne bids: James H.
Eckels, controller of the currency;
Daniel N. Morgan, United States
treasurer, and A. T. Huntington, chiof
of the division of loans und currency,
secretary's olliec.

There have been received 3,707 bids,
aggregating S3S0,232,530, ranging in
price from par up to 114 and a fraction.
Tho bids have not yet been entered
and will probably bring tho number
up to 4500, with a corresponding in-
crease in the total amount.

At 12:15 Controller Eckels appeared
at the door with a list of bids in his
hand.

The first bid was rpceived January
13 of S000 at 110. Among tho first read
were those of Jennie Waldeman, of
Chicago, S1.000 at 109 and M. V. Hull.
Chicago, S200 at par. The first bids
read out were in small amounts rang-
ing from 850 to S 10,000 each.
