Sistrnsviiug,  Feb, 18 —Operntors
genernlly seem Lo think ppetty well of
the territory in  Washington eounty,
Ohio, below Matamorus, and in the
vicinity of the well recently drilled in
by I B, Metzgar and orhers near Rav-
on Roek and the indications are that
there will be' considerable work done
down ip that section ns soon ns itis
possible 1o get machinery and other
muterial out on the lenses, The Metz-
goar well is still holding up very nicely,
and it looks very muoch now ns thongh
there might be n nice lttle field open-
ed up in thatsection. Amony the prom-
inent operators who have taken up
large blocks. of lenses in ahat section
re the Henry OH Coip whb/have secwt-
el severtl hirndred uores A the vielnit v
of Yellow House, to the noiftheast of
the Metzynr) svell:) These,lauses wore
tuken only on the condition;that two
test wells were to ba drilled ut onca.

The Philadelphia Gas Co, also have a
bloele of leases in the near vicinity of
the Metzgar well, and wiil commence
testing their territory ns soon s the
existing conditions will permit.

A. Stewart & Co. nnother operating
firtn huve secored two leases in close
proximity to the Matzgar well, one on
the MeMahen heies' furm nnd the other
on the Pye furm. These leases ore lo-
cated on either side of the Metzoar
well nnd & well will te drilled on éach
of them.

Megunire & Co's. well on the Shea
furm out on Middie Islund is deilling
at nbout 1500 feet and should® be in by
Friday night or Saturday morning.
