Washington, March 3. In viow of
the wnr Calk that has been heard at
both ends of .the capltol, tho action of
tho senate Monday in passing a bill to
enlarge tho navy is significant. It was
agreed to without a dissenting vote,
und throughout there is placed in the
liands of the president a restricted power
with which to deal with tho Spanlsh-,Cuba- n

situation, should the emergency
arise. The bill provides for the enlist-
ment this iall of 1,000 men for tho new
ships now In commission and appropri-
ates 380,000 for their compensation. It
also gives tho president power, in
the event such authority becomes nec-
essary to enlist such part of tho naval
'militia (about 5,000 men) for a period of
two years, giving full complements for
such vessels that do not liavo full crews
and authorizes him. to charter steamers
for transports for troops.

Other bills wero passed as follows:
Providing for vessels propelled by gas,
naphtha, iluid and electric motors; to
commission passed assistant surgeons
in the navy and to provide for their ex-

amination preliminary to their promo-
tion to the grade of surgeons; authoriz-
ing Lieut. S. S. Jordon, Fifth United
States artillery, and Capt. E. C. Car-
ter, assistant, surgeon, U. S. A., to
accept medals from the British
government and Itr. Adm. Kirkland to
accept a gold box presented by tho em-

peror of Germany; providing for a
iaval training station on tho island of
Yerba Bucno (or .Goat Island) in tho
harbor of San Francisco; for the con-
struction and equipment of a revenue
cutter for service on the Atlantic coast
of tho United States with headquar
tors at tho port of Now York.
