THE WAGES

Of Ohio Mineral III I5o Increased In tho
Near Future,

Columbcs, O., March 3. Mr. II. L.
Chapman, of Jackson, president of tho
Ohio Coal Operators' association, is
in the city, and 8.13 s that by
tho agreement between the oper-
ators and miners tho price of min-
ing in Ohio will be increased as soon
as it is positively known that the rato
has been increased in the Pittsburgh
district. The contract is ironclad.
The increase goes into effect without
any action on the part of the opera-
tors, and in the event of any disagiec-men- t

the services of the joint commit-
tee of operators and miners will bo
called.

Advices from Pittsburgh show that
the operators sie to pay 70 cents per ton
from und after this date, and, accord-
ing to this, the rato in Ohio vt ill be 61
cents per ton. It is know n that enough
of the largo Pittsburgh operators ha e
signified that they are ready to sign
tho agreement to f make it bind-
ing on the others. Mr. Dearmittwasnot
present, but telegraphed that he was
ready to sign as soon is he returned
home and others are in tho samo situa-
tion. The new joint committee of Ohio
operatois and mineis has not held a
meeting since it was appointed, but it
is probable that it u ill be called to-

gether in the near future to consider
some important matters.

San Francisco, March 3. As the bill

Dur-
rant, sentenced to be hanged for tho
murder of JSlanchc Lamont, is not yet
quite ready ror settlement, another
htay of execution was granted Monday,
this time until tho 13th instant.

Cuban Insurgents to 194110 u Loan.
