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A VICTORY

For the Cuban Insurgents in the
Vicinity of Cienfuegos.

Rebels Charge Upon the Troops With
Machetes Inflicting Heavy Loss.

Gon, Gomez, With 4,000 Men, on the Way
to the Siguanes Valley--Four Frisonors
of War Tried pod Benteoced to
Deathand Others Wera Deported.

HAvaxa, April 7. — Intelligence
reaches this eity of a fight that oe-
curred among the hills around San
Blas, mnear Cienfuegos, province of
‘Santa Clara, between the column com-
manded by Col. Vasquez and a body of
insurgents. The latter oceupied an
elevated position which gave them n
decidedmdvantage over the Spaniards,
who were taken by surprise,

The troops claim that the rebels used
explosive bullets. However this may
be, it is known that the Spanish were
defeated after n hot fight, losing many
killed and wounded. At one time dur-
ing the engagement the insurgents
chirged upon the troops with machetes,
inflicting heavy losses.

The official account of the fight says
that the insurgents lost 91 killed and
3 wounded, while the Spanish loss was
18 wounded. The report says that the
insurgents were defeated, but like
many other of the reports issued by
the government, it is utterly unre-
linble, The insurgents, as stated above,
completely surprised the troops and
utterly routed them.

The newspapers here report that
Gomez, with 4,000 men, is going to the
Siguanes valley.

A conrt martial held at Matanzas has
sentenced four prisoners of war to
death. They are Timoto Mesa, Joso
Gonzales, Ramon Gonzales and Salus-
tino Fresneds. ‘Twenty:-four pmsoners
were Monday deported to the Isle of
Pines. Ten of them were convicted of
political offenses, while the others were
ordinary eriminals.

itations passed by the Dutch parlia-
ment in 1852, by which all unclaimed
inheritances irrevocably eacheated, af-
ter a Iapse of five years, to the state.
Every dollar spent in reference to these
estates Is so muoch money wasted"”
Ambassador Bayard has repeatedly
written in similar strain ahout un-
claimed ostates in England and un-
clalmed funds in the Bank of England.

While the present administra-
tion of the post office department
received commendations from a repub-
lican senator (Mr, Wolcott) of Colorado,
it received severe criticism from a
demoecratic senator (Mr. Gorman,) of
Maryland, and President Cleveland
came in for a large measure of abuse
from » populist senator (Mr. Allen) of
Nebraska.  According to Mr, Woleott
the affairs of the post office department
kre being ‘‘ably and intelligently con-
ducted.” 5%

Mr Gorman ironically congratulated
the post office department that it had a
republican senator for defender, and
he suggested with biting sarcasm, that
many acts of the administration  conld
best be defended by some republicans.
He condomned Postmaster General
Wilson for going about the
country delivering lectures on the toriff
and on gold and silver instead of at-
tending to the duties of his office, and
quoted the homely proverb that when
n man is found proelaiming his own
virtue and honesty, there is o rascal
near ot hand. )

Mr. Allen was even less reserved in
the expression of his views. The great-
est mugwump in the country, he said,
was installed in the white hounse, al-
thongh he thought it was difficult
to tell whether Mr. Cleveland was
more of o mugwump than he was of
nn imperinl demoerat.
