Spitting Must be Stopped.

Indianapolis, Ind., June 2. With be-

coming, gravity Secretary Hurty, of
the State Board of Health, has pre-
pared a circular letter, addressed to
railway managers, in which he propos-
es to boycott the "spitter" on all rail-

road trains, and in the line of his re-

commendation he will ask that evory
man be ejected from tho train who
spits persistently after he has been
warned to the contrary. .

The Secretary explains in his circular
that "sputum," by which he designates
common every-da- y spittle, is an excre-
ment full of the (;erms of la grippe, na-

sal catarrh and other minor ills; that
spitting is a nasty and unnecessary hab-
it, in which ladies never indulge, and
that tha railway authorities have a
right to "prevent the befouling'of their
oars by any such means. Ha proposes
that the State Board of Health, which
he claims has the necossary authority,
pass a rulo against spitting, to bo pro-

mulgated as other rules are, after
which it shall be posted in the cars and
enforced.

"Of course," says the Secretary,
"when tho rule is first published in
each county, and when posted in public
places, this board will be loudly obus- -

ed as" foolish, impracticable idiots, &c,
attention will thus" bo gained, and

On the Strecker ridgo, which is as
straight and finely formed as if thrown
upTjy the hands of man, are several
mounds; one of them is especially at-

tractive, for it has growing about it
several large tries which lend a pic-

turesque appearance to tho place.
This mound was first opened last fall
by Willard Davis and others, of Lowell,
they having first obtained the permis-
sion of tho Messrs. Strecker so to do.

Tuesday afternoon the soventh skel-
eton was unearthid. All of them woro
in a stage of decay that only admitted
of the most delicate handling. They
were found about three feet from the
surface, and were not buried with any
order as to direction. With the re-

mains there were foiind arrow heads,
copper beads, elk horns, and clam
shells without number.

We made a trip to the mound Wed-

nesday, and found Mr.' Davis down
in the hole, tediously resurrecting the
mortal remainder of a Mound builder
by means of a case knife. The bones
were, with the excoption of the skull,
yery soft,- and it was with extreme dif-

ficulty that the outline of tho body
could be obtained.

After sufficient digging to expose the
skeleton, a photograph of it was' made
by Mr. D. H. Buell. The picture will i

prove very, interesting to those who
have a care'for things prehistoric.

THE Oil MARKET.

A Ileviow of tho Price, or Petroleum for
the Past Week.

The reports from the producing fields
continue to be of bearish tenor, though
they are, of course, satisfactory to, the
producers, as the larger ayerage pro-

duction compensates for the lower
price realized for the oil. Some impor-
tant extensions of what had heretofore
been regarded as defined territory are
reported and the wells indicate a prob-

able still' larger area that may prove
profitable. The wildcatlng other than
endeavors to find extensions have not
proved profitable, as by far the larger
number of such ventures have resulted
in dry holes. One feature of tho week's
news from the older regions is the find-

ing oil in sections which were thought
to have been drained, showing that the
oil is in many cases confined in pockets
or pools having a circumscribed area.
The production has kept vp to the aver-
age of last month, and as the deliver-
ies, though somewhat larger, show no
important increase, there has been
a steady accumulation of stocks.

The'bearlsh field news and the bear-- "

Ish aspect of the statistical situation
have had their effect on prices, and the
dollar mark is now again near at hand.
The sanguine ones, who a year ago
pointed to the diminished 'stocks and
the phenomenal advance in prices, on
which thoy biised their prediction that
oil at a dollar per barrel was a thing
of the pist, and would never again be
realized, are beginning, to reflect on
the uncertainty of all matters pretain-t- o

the petroleum Industry. On the ex-

changes there have been few signs of
interest, 'and' while the tendency of
prices has, brought sellers to the front,
mo uuyera nays Become corresponding-
ly cautious, and keep their bids at a
safe limit.
