Francisco, Badly Damaged.

She Strikes on a Sharp Boulder Near
“Entrance to Port Discovery Bay.

Mon, Womon and Children, in Thelr Night
Clothes, Rlusah on Deck—A ¥Faole Nar-
rowly Averted—-The Vessel Was Run
Ashore Where Her Hull Filled.

Port Towxsexp, Wash.,, Sept. 0.—
Steamship Umatilla from San Frao-
clsco at three o'clock Tuesdoy moraing
in a dense fog struck a sharp pointed
bounlder abrenst of Rocky Point near
the entrance to Port Discovery bay,
She was quickly gotten off and headed
for Port Townsend. The water
rushed in with tremendous force
quenching the fires. The passengers
thought the vessel was sinking and o
panic reigned for a few minutes and
had it not been for the coolness of the
officers several fatalities would have
occurred.  Women, men and children
rushed on deck clad in thelr uight
clothes and were almost frozen to
death in the cold damp fog. Realizing
the danger the steamship was in, she
was run ashore on Point Wilson and
her hold soon filled. The passengers
were quieted and sent ashore and
brought to Port Townsend. The ves-
sel lies exposed to the clements and
will be in great danger if a westerly
gale should prevail.

The Umatilla, which is wvalued at

£350,000, is owned by the Oregon Im-

provement Co., and was chartered by
Goodall, Perkins & Co., Capt. Hunter
being master. She is a sister ship to
the Walla Walla. They were bulilt in
1881 by Roach, in Chester, Pn., and
came to this city and engaged as col-
liers. Latter the vessels were changed
and passenger accommodations were
provided.

STORM IN WASHINGTON.

Electric Wires Prostrated—A Tall Bulld-
Ing In Course of Construction Wrecked.

Wasmxaerox, Sept 30.—A storm ol
almost unprecedented fury broke over
this city Tuesday night und prostrated
telegraph, telephone and electric light
wires in’ every direction. The wall of
a building, the erection of which was
nearly completed, on Pennsylvania
pvenue, between Twelfth and Thie
teenth, collapsed. It was a buildiog
185 feet in height. The west wall was
blown in and crashed into the roofs of
two adjolning bulldings, one a saloon
and the other a lunch room. Several
persons were for a time buried in the
ruins, but with one exception were un-
hurt.

On Seventh street much damage to
stores nnd other stroctures is reported.
Shade trees in the numerous parks and
along the streets suffered ln 8 lament-
able degree, and the streets are prac-
tically blocked by the wrecks in many
parts of the city.

Roofs of houses were blown off in
many sections of the city and church
steeples were wrenched from their
fastenings. ‘I'ne rear wall of the
Metropolitan Street Railway Co, build-
ing was blown ont. Two employes
were hurt.
