Was One Feature of the Agri-
cultural Department. -

Two Million Dollars of the Appropria=
tion During ths Four Years,

Or 8500,000 Each Year, Was Covered
Back Into the Troasury—A Iefuta-
tlon of What the Secretary CUnalls
“Calamity Howlers,"

Wasmiyeron, Nov. 10.--Secretary
Morton, in his annual report, which
will shortly be made publie, will re-
view the economicpl fentures of his
administeation and cite figures to show
that he has covered back into the treas
ury §3,000,000 of the appropriation for

the agricultural department dur-
ing the four years, or §500,000
each year. This is in the

neighborhood of two per cent. of the
appropriations for the year. One of
the principal features of the report
will be a lengthy refutation of the
claims of what the secretary calls
“ealamity howlers” He will contend
that agricultural interests are not de-
clining; that 72 per cent. of the farms
in the country are without any incum-
brance, while the incumbrance on the
remaining 28 per cent was incurred in
the purchase and improvement of the
lands. The report will state that the
greatest ratio of mortgages is found in
the North Atlantic states nnd that
New Jersey shows especially heavy in-
cumbrances.

The secretary will also deery the
lavish publications of the government
and show a pruning down of the liter-
ary out of the department.,

WEYLER'S RECALL
