Tho oddest cat In New York, nnd per-

haps In the world, for that matter, lives
In Murray street. It jjesldcs In tho whole
street, a,nd flhqws i)b favoritism. It is
a,' celebrated cat, vvltha and tho com-

mercial traveler .from the wholesale
bouses around fiat district ore spread-
ing its fame ho country over. Its his-

tory Is the most rcmarknblo example
of what can be done on tho cooperative
plan cer licnrd of, for this strange fe-

line of Murray street is nothing less
than a cooperative cat.

It is no small task that tho Murray
street cat undertakes, ior It has become
fully possessed with tho idea that tho
responsibility for that street, for all
the buildings that lino it,, and all the
people that inhabit tit, rests' upon, its
small, furry shoulders; nndwith char- -

actcris tic instinet,he disputes every Inch
of-th- way with all intruders. Not only
does it wage this v.cr vv 1th the animals
that visit the street, but v. ith truckmen
and .their vehicles as well. It is the
glassware houses which line either side
of the v ay, how ever, that the oat re-

gards as his paiticular possession. In
these he, is looked upon op part of tho
n&scts by every firm.

When a buyer from out of town
reaches Murray street, no matter how
many thousands of dollars worth of
glassware he intends to buy, his first
question Is: "Where is that cooperative
cat?" And the glassware man, regard-Ice- s

of his anxiety to make a sale, la
foiced to hunt up the straying animal
and exhibithimbefoie the business talk
goes on. Prices have been offeied for
him far bej ond what even a oat of the
finest breed would command.

The coming of this eat to Murray
street was as mysterious and unaccount-
able as its subsequent actions have
been. Ono morning the head traveler
for an important glatswaru establish-
ment was searching through the Mur-
ray street house of tho firm to find n
Valuable vase which ho desired to show
to n customei . He found more than ha
sought, for the vase was oiorturned,
and light in its wide, level mouth lay
u strange cat.

Nobody had ev cr been tho cat before,
no one could ever find out how he got in
the stoio. But there he was, und'tkeio
he has remained. Within a week the
mflmal iiad become si general pet, and
had special qtinitura reserved for him
in almost every house omthe street. He
showed a strange preference, hovvcv ei ,

for glnnswnre houses, rarely entering
ono of any other port. He scorned ad-

vances, too, and came and went its he
plonfcd. ordinarily loniaining in one
store not more than a day at n time.
One firm tiied'to Mint mitMinpotition
by pliu'lng tlio animal on i'n books at a
yeaily salary of "pCO, to be paid at the
rate of 50 cents a week in meat and
milk. But they had bat gained without
consulting tho cat. and he met the net
with an uncnmpiomfc'ng veto, not

the store for nt lens.t a week.
The rights- of ownership w etc finally

bottled after a conference by the travel-
ers- repicscnting tho various glassvvnie
i ousea interested in his catship. An
understanding was ariived at whereby
each firm was to own an equal share In
tho animal, and each was to claim no
more than Hi. proportionate part. Thus
ho became "The Coopemthe Cat."

t first it was thought thatcatwould
damage expensive articles otv glass-
ware, but this idea was soon dispelled.
It was noticed, too, that mice entirely
deserted the street soon after his'ar- -

lival. One Mitisticlan figured out that
each firm snv cd $42 a year, for the break-
ing of expensive bltb of glasiware by
rats and mice has become an unheard-o- f

thing.
Other tradesmen on thestreettried to

lure tho cat nway from the glawwaro
houses, small boys stole him, policemen
chased him, drummers tried to buy him
ns a "mascot;" but the eat always came
bad:, and no matter how constant his
wanderings through Murray street, he
rev er has been known to voluntarily go
a step beyond. Evidently, too, ho real-
izes that he is "The Cooperative Cat,"
for ho divides Ills time between hl3
owners ns carefully and ns exactly as
if he were a human being in thoir em-

ploy.

SPLINTERS IN THE EYE.

flow They Aro Doftly Bouiovcd In Som
Machine Shope.

In nearly all largo machine shops
there are, nt times, email chips of fly-

ing metal In the air, somo of which get
into the workmen's eyes. Spectacles
nnd long eyelashes aro a great protec-
tion, and some men are nuturally more
cautious than others. Vet it has fre-

quently happened that over a dozen
persons in a Blnglo shop would get
somoihlng of thla'Bort in their eyes
the same day. Jt has thus come to bo
a common practice to persuade ono of
tho employes, who possesses thorequl-slt- o

'skill and nerve, to net tuna sort of
surgeon on such occasions. They call
him tho "eye-plckcr- ." He does pot deal
wth cases' boyond his reach, of course,
and sometimes tho patient is so nervous
and fidgety that tho "eye-picke- r" will
not wnsto tlmo on him. However, In-

flammation sets in so quickly ta. cases
of tills sort, that prompt attention Is
ofton of greater value than trained
professional skill, for which ono might
bo compelled to wait for several houra.

simple instruments for immediate-use- .

Commonly, when nbout to operate, ho
hastily rubs his hands on, his overalls,
to remove any oil or grit on the finger-
tips. But tho American Machinist,
speaking of this custom. quotesjsui

recommending the adopton-o- f

tU-- other precautions before further
pioceoding. One is to rinse thojbands
In a weak solution of bichloride of
mercury (one pait of the bichloride to
2,000 of water), in order to kill any
jiolsonain germs that might adhere.
The other is to drop a four po,r cent,
rolution of cocaine into the patient's
eye, with one of those glass tubes with
which you fill a fountain pen. This lat-
ter measure will reduce tho sensitive-
ness of the e3'e.

The lids having been turned back,
tho cye-piek- begins to search patient-
ly for the irritating chip, which is apt
to bo several sizes smaller than tho
sufferer imagines. Some operators use

.' a pine stick, with tho end chewed into
a brush, to remove the can.se of an-

noyance when found. Others havo n
fine-point- knlfo blnde. Perhaps the
latter ha3 l.on magnetized. If the
chip is rough and ragged, und has
flown with .sufficient force, it will have
imbedded itself either In the rott tissue
in the corner of tho eye, or possibly in
tho eyeball. Tn order to remove the
splinter under these circumstances, a
pair of d "pick-up- " tweez-
ers, such as jewelers use, is usually re-
ported to. A firm grip on the project-
ing end, and a slow, steady pull with
them will finish thq job. Sometimes,
however, it is not. easy to discovert
where the chip Is, although from tho
rrratching on the inside of the eyelid
one can perceive that tho cause of tho
mischief is located In the ball or in
or neir the pupil. In such n case, the
smooth back of a knife blade is passed
slowly, lightly over the eyeball, until
it comes in contact with the splinter.
If tho latter does not stick out far
enough to give the. tweezeis a good
hold, it is customary to work nround
it with a 8harp-po!nt- knife-blad- o

until tho desired result is obtained.

but the American Machinist says that
it has never knovvu an "eje-plekc- to
injure an operative's pyc in any Qf.thcsc,
proceedings.
