A Bicycle Engine.

German fire apparatus builders have,
aftor several yeara of trial, produced a
fire bicycle, which, i it falls ghort of
being perfect,ls an invenstom far ahead
of anything of the kind dn use In the
United States. It 1s & four-wheeled
truck, with n low compael superstroe-
ture, 18 fully equipped  as an  engine
and has a complete outfit of Hfe-sav-
Ing apparatua. The wheels have solid
rubber tires, It is pedaled by two fire-
men, altting tandem; and runs rapidly
on good roads, while Hs handHag.and
mancuvering Is extremely simploe. Tho
firemen having the one in. chavge ot
Gruenewald, a suburly of Berlia, re-
cently covered & mile, mada  the hyd-
rant attachment, and were a4 work in
somothing less tham five minutes. The
bleyele engine carrlés (he - following
tools and fmplements, stowed snugly
nway, and ench held securely In place:
Life-saving sack, four water gages,
heavy woolen cloth or bianket, pickax,
hydraulic key, standpipe or nozale,
spray plpe or nozzle, epade, adjustable
rope and hooked ladder,life line, leath-
er pouch with life saving gun and line,
modicine chest with bandages and
drugs, smoke mask with vinegar and
ammonla In bottles, and leather pouch,
bell, lantern and sixty feet of hose,
tool chest, torch. The welght of the
bioycle itself and all dt carries is 877
pounds, and the price of the entire out-
fit is 9800 marks, or $2:5.

In other particulars of fire equip-
ment #lso, the Germans are ahead of
ug. In Berlin the firemen wear water
jackets, with a double skin, which they
are able to fill witn water from the
hase, 1t the space batween Lthe two
layers becomes overfilled the water
escapesa through a valve at the top of
tne helmet, and flows down over the
firemen like a cascade, thus doubly
protecting him, The smoke helmets,
algo a German Inventlon, are largely
used throughout Geérmany and Aus-
tria, Holland and Italy, and are now
on trial in some of our fire depart-
ments. The smoke helmets enable
the wearer to breathe and to see with
some degree of comfort in a smoke-lad-
en atmosphere, Some of the newer pat-
terns of these helmets contaln & means
of teleptione communleation leading
out of the bullding and into the street
helow.—Washington Evening Star.

Sir Robert Ball, lately astronomer
royal in Ireland, stated that we now
know the existence of 80,000,000 slars
or sung, many of them much more
magnificent than the one which gives
light to our system.
