Havo the political methods of John
R. McLean changed iu the 11 years
since he became an alien and took' up
his residence In Washington, D. C?

M'LEAN'S PECULIAR WASHINGTON

REAL ESTATE DEAk

Colored Teuple Who llnrrcmod Money
Freely mil Tlmti Found Tliy Could
Not Pay Tliplr Mnrtgngta and Lost
Their Little llim br Foreclosure.
John R. McLcAn, as is well known,

Is a large owner of real estate in Wash-
ington, D. C. There is an Interesting
story in connection with his capture of
part of this property which Is worth
repeating in view ot the desperato at-

tempt which McLean is making to cap-

ture, tho colored vote of Ohio by vicious
attacks on President McKlnlcy and the
Republican party.

Some j cars togo there was a large
amount of property held in tho out-
skirts of Washington by colored peo-
ple. They had settled on It after tho
war when it was very cheap and elect-
ed modest llttlo homes there. Very
few of the owners had much Idea of
wnat their property was worth and
they were content to live in their
modest homes and enjoy thenuolve3,
secure In tho .thotrjnt that their chil-

dren would have sonietlilrs when they
passed away.

John R. McLean shrewdly looked
over the ground and realized that the
growth of the city would in n compar-
atively few years make this property
very valuable.

Shortly afterward the colored peo-

ple who owned this property discov-
ered they would 'have no trouble in
borrowing money from two or three
real estate firms. Attractive induce-
ments were held out to them. It was
represented that they ought to keep
up with the times, and live as befitted
people of their means. It was shown
to them that by borrowing a llttlo
money on tho mortgage of their lots,
they could get horses andcarriages
and pianos and fine clothes, and thus
be able to cut a swell. In tho course of
three or four years loans were made
on this class of property amounting to
several hundred thousand dollars, and
ft is understood that most, if not all,
of the capital was furnished by Mc-

Lean.
When the mortgages became due It

was another story. The poor colored
people could not raise the money to
meet them and John R. McLean was
tho man who bought them In at a
bargain.

Since then the property has multi-
plied in value and added Its propor-
tion to. Mr. McLean's millions and tne
poor colored people have lost their all.
