fore the election Is perhaps without
precedent. It means a realization by
the leaders of the struggle to which
the country has not yet awakened.
On the cthpr side there Is a manifesta-
tion of confidence uy Democrats which
is unaccountable. Strange to tell, the
danger to Republicans and the hope
of the Democrats is on the Atlantic
seaboard this time. Eastern Demo-

Declared Governor;) of Kentucky By

Examinine- - Board. In Danger-

ous Condition All Quiet

at Frankfort.
Special to the Leader.

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 30. William
Qeobel was tonight declared Governor
of Kentucky by tho Board appointed
to examine tho returns in tho Taylor-Goeb- el

contest. It Is probable, how-

ever, that Mr. Ooebcl will not live to

take his scat, as he Is in a very pre-

carious condition tonlsht, and It is

feared that he will die.
Tho report that armed men from all

parts of the state were pouring In Is

untrue. Two regiments of soldiers
were stationed about the Capitol to-

night and all Is quiet in the city.

Captain Sigsbee is Worrying.
Captain SIgsbeo cannot forget the

Maine. This Is said to be the real rea-

son why ho was transferred from the
command of the battle ship Texas to
tho position cf Chief of the Intelli-
gence Bureau of the Navy Department.
Captain Sigsbee arrived In Washing-
ton oday to assume the duties of his
now assignment. Since tho explosion
of the 'Maine in Havana harbor the
Captain has never enjoyed tho same
good health he had known prior to
that tragedy. In 'the intervnl he has
seen a great deal of arduous service,
first as commander of the St. Paul
through the Spanish War, and later as
commander of the Texas. His tour of
duty on the latter ship has been as
severe as any he ha3 seen. The ship
passed through much bad weather,
which kept Captain Sigsbee on tho
brldgo for a long period, and In one
Instance he stayed at his post almost
without moving for thirty-tw- o hours.
In consequence he broke a blood ve33cl
in his leg, and the pain and weakness
have caused him great suffering. The
physical effect on the officers and men
who have suffered the shock of the ex
plosion of the Maine has been the sub
ject of frequent discussion In naval
circles, and It is believed that those
who went through that terrible ordeal
sooner or later will show signs of
breaking down physically. That is it
appreciated by the department that
these officers and men should not be
subjected to severe service seems to
he Indicated by the action In Captain
SIgsbee's case. Washington Cor.

Chinese To Celebrate New
Year.

Wednesday will be the beginning of
the Chinese Now Year, and Celestials
in Washington, those connected with
the Diplomatic Corps and those in pri-

Uncertainty regarding
the real situation In Ohlna, however,
may interfere with these plans, for
there Is no definite news here telling
whether the Erapror, Kuang Su, Is

dead or alive. This means that the
Chinese do not know whether it is this
year or last with them. According to

the Chinese calendar each epoch be
gins with the escenslon of tho Emper-

or. If Kuang Su is alive, Wednesday
will be the beginning of the twenty-sixt-h

year of his reign. If he is dead,
the year one of tho reign of his succes-
sor began on tho day of his death. In
tho latter case the celebration, If ar-

ranged for Wednesday, will be several
days late. As all accounts of the
death of the Emperor thus far receiv-
ed here are unofficial. It Is probable
that tho New Year's celebration will
be held as arranged.

To
explain my meaning: Any man may
say, and perhaps honestly, that ho has
all he wants, when wo know by his
appearance and his dally self denials
that ho has not all ho need3 Another
may declare, as his surroundings
would Indicate, that ho has all tho
needs, when It is qulto clear, as shown
by rjls continued rapacity, that ho has
not yet all ho wants.

bird, possessed of all that he wants
and all that 'he needs, I will for one
be willing to acknowledge him and on
ly him, as the successful man. Wheth-
er wo ever had, or ever shall havo
such a mortal on tills mundane sphere,
I leave to the Times to submit to its
Wooden Indian for solutlou.

I hnve certainly never seen n man
who had nil- - he needed and all ho
wanted. I have heard of such, but am
led 'to doubt the acuracy of tho report
There may be occasions in men's Hve3
when some of their accomplishments
or triumphs may so exhilarate and so
fill them with satisfaction that it
seoms for the moment that every wish
has been satisfied, and they feel Indif-
ferent to all needs and wants, but
when the exhilaration passe3 away the
needs and wants present themselves
again, and new aspirations, new de- -

slies and new ambitions fill their
minds and stimulate their ambition.

There are doubtless plenty of men
who art contented with tho amount of
money they have, but In spite of that
they want and feel that they need
many things that money caunot buy.
They have political or social or intel-
lectual ambitions which they strive to
realize, they labor hard for new
sources of pleasure, or they exploit
their money for the purpose of gaining
Industrial or business triumphs The
man who only cares for money tor the
help it may give him In the Intellec-
tual ambition is always feeling the
need of greater knowledge and mental
capacity, and always wanting some-
thing that may help him in attaining
scholarship and the mastery of the se-

crets of natuio ci of the human mind.
William McKlnley has reached the

highest place on eai'th. He is the cus
todian of great powers, and Is on a
pinnacle of honor that. attracts to him
the attention of the whole world, but
he feels that he needs popular support,
and he Is not content only to be Pres-
ident of the Republic hut wants to be
an eminent and successful one. He
wants to shine among Presidents and
statesmen and to have the country re-

flect the wisdom of his administration.
Kaiser Wilhelm Is tho occupant of

one of the greatest thrones on eatth,
but he Is not content to be merely
that. He wants to bo one of tho great
rulers of the world. Ho want3 to bo a
marked and conspicuous king among
the race of kings. He wants to be the
means of placing the German people
on a higher plane than they ever were
before. Both the President and tho
Kaiser havo needs and wants, and they
will never succeed In accomplishing
all that they desire, no matter how fa-

vorably Uieir plans may seem to come
out, from the viewpoint cf the specta-

tor. Both tho President and tho Kais-
er, however, havo achieved success,
bo'th as rulers and as men. The Kais-
er, bcin to the throne, has made him-

self a success as an energetic ruler,
and las a great factor in the affairs of

his nation and the world. The Presi-
dent, after his great success In raising
himself from obscurity to tho grasp
of the highest human honors, has be-

come a success In tho class to which
he has attained.

Ranging downward from these, the
world Is full of men who aro counted
and "who count themselves successful.
Success Is not measured at all In the
way suggested by my correspondent. No

'doubt there are occasions in every
man's life when for a time he con
siders himself a failure, and compar
ing his own success with that of oth-

ers estimates it as very trivial and not
worth counting. But in the nvaln tho
vast majority of us regard ourselves
as successes to a greater or less de-

gree. If ne did not It would be a sad
and melancholy and miserahlo world,
Indeed. We may need things and want
things without number, but we have
supplied some of our needs, and some
of our wants are satisfied, and they
bring us some measure of contentment
and which prevents us
from counting ourselves failures. A
man may feel that he has not made
good use of tifs time or his talents,
and ho may often reproach hlmsolf,
but ho does not indulge continually In
mourning for what might havo beon,
but rather feels his self esteem on the
contemplation of what is, however In-

significant it may seem to those who
view It from greater heights.

The truth Is that our views of suc-

cess are dependent on the other fellow.
We look above us and our achieve-
ments seem perhaps Bmall and Inade-
quate, but looking helow we are com-

forted that we have distanced some
ono else. Many a man works hard
from youth to old age for the bare
necessities of life. He Is always full
of wants and needs. He seems to want
and need most everything, but ho feels
that he has been a success, because ho
has always been ablo to keep a decent
roof over his head, to live an Indepen-
dent life, paying his way, and giving
his children, perhaps, somo slightly
better advantages than he possessed
himself. He may think his life a 1iard
ono and compare it unfavorably with
that cf others, but he has held his
head up, where others havo failed to
do so and he counts himself a success.
Nearly all of us manage to have some
of the eame feeling. It Is the only
thing that saves us from despair.

Engineer Mason reported that no
work had been done on the Putnam
street bridge the past week.

No report was received fiom En-

gineer Holmhoe, In charge of tho
building of tho electric light building.

The committee appointed on tho
messenger service ordinance asked
another week's time, which wa? grant-
ed.

Another week was allowed the com-mlt't-

making arrangements for the
flro protection of the West Side during
tho 'building of tho Putnam street
bridge.

Strain brought up the matter of tho
relaying of the Second street switch
by tho B. & O. S. W., saying that it
was in violation of the terms of tho
franchise granted by Council recently.
Ho made a motion that the matter bo
referred to the railroad committee for
investigation.

Wood said that he had had more
talk with railroad people than any
other member of Council, and was In
a better position to understand whore
they stood In this matter. He stated
that tho lemoval of the track was one
of tho terms of the franchise, but that
tho frnnchlso would not bo in effect
until It was legally tested by the
courts, and that the rath cad company
had held 'that they had the right to
keep the switch open until the fran-
chise had been passed on by the
courts. He said that if the franchise
was held good, he would gtrarantea
that the switch would be taken up,
even If he had to do It himself. Tho
motion carried.

Under modern conditions, iu n great
civilized s.ate, tho regular aimy Is
composed of officers who have "been
carefully tiained to their work, who
possess leniarkably fine physique, and
who are accustomed to tho command
of men ni J to taking tho lead In em-

ergencies, and the enlisted men have
likewise been picked out with great
caie ns to their bodily development;
have been drilled until they handle
themselves, their horses, and their
weai jn. admirablycan cook for them-
selves, and are trained to endurance of
haidshlp and exposure under tho con-

ditions of march and hattlo. An or-

dinal y volunteer or militia regiment,
on the other hand, no matter how

or patriotic, or how Intelli-
gent ,1s officered by lawyers, mer-
chants, business men, or their sons,
and contains In Its ranks clerks, me-

chanics, or farmer's lads of varying
physique, who have to be laboriously
taught ho.v to shoot and how to rldo
and, above all, how to cook and to
take care of themselves and make
themselves comfortable In the open,
especially when tired out by long
marches, and when the weather Is had.
