But
few of the people who are polsoned
tuke this Into consideration, They
une often the Arst lhiug thatl suggesta
fteelf.

The canse of the trouble is a re-
cently discovered non-volatile oll called
toxlcodendrol. It is very irritating to
the skin in 8 moanper only too well
known, Since It cannot be dissolved
in hot watér, washing is of little use.
It cun, however, be dissolved and con-
verted into a soap by the action of al-
kalies such nw nmmonia, washing soda
and caustic potash or soda. It is also
readily dissolved in aleohol. All these
may be used in case polsoning should
ovcur, but there is u better remedy
which may be mude ss follows: In a
bottle of aleohol put and shake aa
much acetate (sugnr) of lead as will
dissolvie; then ndd o little more lead,
so thot when shaken the mixture s
When needed rub the shaken
mixture upon the parts affected sev-
eral times n day until all frritation
ceases, If too strong the mixture may
