Hut coal Is
dearer as gas Is costlier, and the contri-
bution of 50,000 a year to tho city
rat s out of gas gain Is In jeopardy, all
of which need not have been if the
Manchester rate payer could have been
digging his own coal as well as making
his own light.

Those who are of the corporation
predict that the project will come to
fruition and special bargains in coal
mines are being looked for. The chief
rock of offense will be that colliery ex-
ploitation Is too hazaidous and specu-
lative a business for the public to
touch. To which tho answer is that
when you buy coal you pay for all min-
ing risks, and that citizens' pits pro-
ducing 10,000 tons a week would pro-
vide their own Insurance.

A recent letter writer from China
savs: Our first-clas- s carriage resein-lile- d

an Ameiican carriage in its gen-

eral principles, but its exact counter-pai- t

we had never seen, in each com-

partment two. wooden Feats, unfur-
nished with cushions, faced each other.
We Irarned that when the road was
first built cushioned seats had been
furnished, but owing to the untidy
habits of the Chinese they bad to he
abandoned. Into the compartment nil
but the larger and heavier luggage was
also parried, and our assortment in-

cluded one large steamer trunk, a

plethoric English "hold-all,- " one dress
suit case, two bags nnd various parcels
and bundles. Each passenger is al-

lowed SCO pounds of luggage on the
liberal Chinese i all ways a liberality
that will probably be curtailed Inter.

My neighbors across the way were
two dainty ladles, one attired in blue
linen, the other in silk and black bro-

caded tissue. Their purple black hair
was elaborately pressed and orna-
mented with jeweled pins and pink arti-
ficial flowers. One wns n "bound-foot- "

woman; the other one hnd escaped the
cruel disfigurement. The Manchurl-ans- ,

to which the imperial family be-

long, do not bind the feet, and the
fashion set by the empress has been
followed by many Chinese In Peking
and its vicinity. These little ladles
smiled nnd spole in their own unintel-
ligible language with an effort to be
amiable and polite. They eveu crossed
the aisle and made me understand that
they would like to look out of the win-

dow which, on my side of the carriage,
was next to the station. I gladly made
place for them, and, when their curios-t- y

was gratified, they went back to
their own sent. The servant who had
accompanied them took h's leave and
they then proceeded to bargain with
the chestnut vendor. There was very
soon a dispute over something, for
they became greatly excited, and one
of them brandished her English um-
brella with astonishing vigor. They
poured forth a stream of shrill, volu-
ble Chinese without the slightest ex-

pression of 111 temper on their placid
countenances.

"It is'a good thing that you do not
understand ' Chinese," said M ;
"their language is dreadful."
