The mother
of Willlam Parker, the groat-grent-
great paternal grandmother of  Miss
Parker fa concerned In one of the In-
dian romances previous to the revolu-
tionary wal., A party of the Senocas
captiured a young white woman of the
Slocum family who became as one of
them. During a treaty trip to Fort
Niasgara she mot a titled French officer
who, Infatuated with her beauty, clan-
destinely took her as his wife, En
raged at this alllance, the Indians stala
her from her ‘husband, who was after-
wird killed In battle, and returned her
to their camp, where her daughter, the
child of the Frenchman, was afterward
horn. As soon as
birth of this child, In an endeavor to

escaped from  cantdvity, taking the
tdanghtor with her. She was overtaken
by the Indlams, the child was taken
from her, and one of her cavtors es-
corted her to her relatives near Phila-
delphia. The ohild, rearad by the Sen-
ecas, and not knowing her parentage,
wis eventually married to an Indian
chief and from her descended the Park-
er family, who In each of the suc
ceeding generations have been diztin-
gulshed among their people. The
great-grandfather of Miss Parker, Wil-
liam Parker; a volunteer in the Ameri
cin army during the war of 1812, was
geriously wounded at the battle of
Chippoewa.
