It is understood that all business in
Marietta will be suspended this aftei-noo- n

during the ceremonies attending
the laying of the corner stone of Wash-
ington county's new court house. The
public schools will close at noon.

About forty-fiv-e or fifty teachers or
the public schools of Marietta wil'
start Thursday evening for Washing-
ton. The party will include Superin-
tendent Williams and the several prin-

cipals. The publis schools of Wash- -

ington and Baltimore will be visited,
and the party will be gone a week.

Under the apportionment made by
the Legislative Commission of Ohio,
the report of which is published in full
in another column of this paper, Wash-

ington county will be entitled to one
member of the House of Representa-
tives in each session for the next ten
years. The Ninth-Fourteen- th Senator-
ial district under the new apportion-
ment remains the same as before, being
constituted of the counties of Athens,
Fairfield, Hocking, Morgan and Wash-

ington and fractional parts of Monroe
and Noble. In each of the first and
fcecond sessions of the decade this dis
trict will be entitled to one Senator, in
the third pnd fourth two each, and in
the fifth one.

& Co.. of Cincinnati, upon their bid of
$147,000. Bedford stone is being used
in tho facing, and more than two mil-

lions of brick will bo used In the walls

The plans call for 114 feet frontage on

Putnam street, and 141 fet along Sec-

ond street. The comb of the roof is to
be sixty-eig- ht feet high. When com-

pleted, which will probably bo some

time In 1902, this handsome new edlflco

will provide elegant and commodious
quarters both for the courts and the
several officers of the county.

SENSE AND LOGIC.

A few days ago President Draper, of
the University of Illinois delivered an
address in direct opposition to the
views of President Hadley, of Yale,
who recently gave expression to the
opinion that this country will become
an empire within the next twenty-fiv- e

years.
The address of President Draper wa.i

delivered the past week before the Chi-
cago Historical Society. The theme
was "The Outlook of the United States
at the opening of the Nineteenth, and
Again at the Opening of the Twentieth
Century." The tone of the address
throughout was cheerful, hopeful and
patriotic. There was nothing narrow-
ly bookish or pedantic about It. It vas
the frank expression of the intelligent,
observant, patriotic and healthy mind-

ed American, the talk of a man fully
satisfied that conditions have been
steadily improving in this country and
that the fear-som- e prophesies of the
man who scarcely sticks his nose in-

to the world's affairs beyond the col-

lege walls are born of narrowness. It is
Interesting to note the particular thing
he had to say In direct answer and po-

lite rebuke to the empire bugaboo. It
was this:

"Society is not perfect. Governments
are never likely to be without troubles,
All life is subject to disease. All ad- -,

vances encounter obstacles. The peo-
ple of the United States understand all
this. They see that alertness is th3
price of the stability of free institu-
tions. They realize that government
is not a pastime. They are beginnln
to understand that good government
cannot be had without fighting for it,
and that the first duty of the citizen
who can help give character to the
common life who can add something
to the common stores, is to fight for it.
The people know their political power
very well and they expect to use it.
Some things are likely to be done
which are opposed to selfish interests.
But the intellectual and religious and
industrial evolutions In America have
better qualified the people to carry on
democratic government than they were
when independence was gained and tho
constitution formed."

This is the sane and patriotic view of
things. It is the view that expresses
confidence in the masses of the people.
That is where the
have blundered. They have looked at
things through smoked glasses. Some
of them are now realizing their mis-

take.
