RENEWED

Military Activity is Officially Reported From

Manchuria.

London, April 23. According to a

dispatch from St. Petersburg, official
information Is received that renewed
military activity is beginning in Man-

churia.
The Chinese troops are strongly en-

trenched at three points around Muk-

den. They ure armed with Mauser ri-

des and have thirty Krupp guns.
Adl. Alelxlff organized an expedition

to operato against the points mention-
ed. The first movement was success-
fully carried out in the beginning of
April. Kula, near Mukden, was storm-
ed and the of Mukden,
was taken prisoner. The Russians had
thirteen men killed and four officers
and eighteen men were wounded. Ad-

vance toward the Turchausen position
was then begun.

The situation In southern Manchur-
ia Is quieting and another advance o'
Russian troops will be necessary In the
early spring.

For His Health, But the Hoped-f- oi Relief

Failed to Come.

The following taken from the Courier-Inf-

ormant Bartow, Fla., of y,

April 3rd, 1901, will doubtless
prove of Interest to our readers:

About three months ago Mr. Jamcd
E. Breckenrldgo came to Bartow, from
Watertown, Ohio, accompanied by a
younger brother to spend tho remain-
der of the winter here, and try to es-

cape tho threat of consumption, which
was manifestly making its appearance
in his system. Mr. D. C. Green, who
was a fow years from the same state
and now lives on Polk Lake a few
miles east of town, met these young
men and, learning that thoy were
seeking a quiet retreat in the dry.u.gh
pine lands of the country, took them
to what is known as tho "Old William
Wallace farm" on tho rldgo east of
Peace river, somo six or sovon miles
southeast of Bartow.

The young men being favorably Im-

pressed with tho place, and its sur-
roundings, located there.

Here they came and went indoors,
and out, won the hearts of their kind
neighbors, and were getting on nice-
ly in every way. A short time ago,
however, the unwell man made a trip
to Sarasota hoping the change and
variety would hasten the apparent
steps toward recovery, but from some
cause a severe cold 'attacked him and
he hod to bo brought quickly.

The dreaded disease with which he
was threatened when he came to Flori-
da, reinforced by tho cold, made rapid,
progress, and, amid the solicitous care
of neighbors and tho ministering at-
tentions of his brother, he peacefully
came to the end early last Monday
morning. His age was about 29 years.
His brother is younger. They arc
both represented as young men of no-

ble character. The sad duty devolves
on the disconsolate brother of taking
the corpse back to his home in Ohio
for interment. The body was embalm-
ed by Undertaker J. L. Wirt, of this
city, and they left Bartow on the 10:30
train Tuesday morning. Sad, Indeed,
will bo the return to his parents and
friends ln'tho distant state. To all of
these we extend our deep sympathy.
Tho devotion of the younger brother
is spoken of as very beautiful.
