Oil Announcement of an Agree-

ment

BY CONFLICTING INTERESTS

In Northern Pacific Stocks No Exceptions

to Market's Strength.

By Associated Press. .: ,

New York, Juno 1. Tho stock mar-

ket made an extraordinary response to
the official announcement of the agree-
ment arrived at by conflicting . Inter-
ests in Northern Pacific. Speculation
seemd to leap to the conclusion that
the only impediment had been thereby
removed to a return to the level of
prices and the advancing tendency.
The maiket took in all the character-
istics of the recent "boom" period and
after absorbing all offerings to take
profits rose vigorously again in the final
dealings to the highest of the day,
where It closed. There was no excep-

tion to tho strength of the market, but
some of those stocks which advanced
sharply of late were kept up by offer-

ings to realize profits. This was not-

ably true of southwesterns and ' and
southern railroads. Still a conspicu-
ous absence was dealings Jn Northern
Pacific. Gains in prominent ' stocks
inn from 1 to 3 points or over. There
was an enormous absorption of Union
Pacific convertible bonds, as well as
of stocks. The principal acttvityfe'of
bonds was in some speculative tissues
wnicn generally auvanceu. u. a.a
funding 2s and 4s advanced 8? per
cent.

New York, June 1. Dun's review
says: while the weather in the East
has hampered distributive trade con-
siderably this week, rendering the sea-
son In somo lines lather unsatisfactory,
tho west and south report unchanged
conditions, with operations well up to
the recent average.

The labor situation is a little bright-
er. Many strikes have been settled
and others are expected to tcrmirfato
shortly. Iron and steel mills are work-
ing at full capacity and more new
plants have been put in operation.
Quotations are well maintained. Farm-
ing machinery Is a feature of dompstlc
business and there is no sign of a de-

crease in the export movement of thee
products, which has attained enormous
proportions. Rails are also going out
freely to Australia, and South Ameri-
can Railways, which we arc unable to
serve sufficient freight cars and other
supplies, while structural work pro-

ceeds briskly with little interuptlon
from labor troubles. There is a lit
Uij icss activity among manufacturers
of boots and shoes.

Extended holidays abroad and a
thoit one In this country have tended
to make the grain markets unusually
quiet. In wheat each reaction was
quickly followed by a recovery and
much support is found In the gloomy
ippoits of damage from growing sec-

tions. Misfortune lias also over-

whelmed cotton planting, acting to the
pessimistic views circulated by trad-
ers and factors who are endeavoring
to sustain prices in the face of unsatis-
factory conditions except at New Eng-

land mills wheie print cloths arc
sharply reduced to 2 cents in order to
dispose of the accumulation. Raw
wool is not in suffiicient demand to

prices In tlo face of the heavy
stock and a large new crop Is forth-
coming.

"When I was mining in the Trans-
vaal in 1804," said Parker lohiisou, of
Den'ver, Col., according to the .N'ew
York Tribune, "an ainii-dii- thing hap-
pened.

The story was too good
to keep, and so it later found its
way into the columns of the Johan-
nesburg Star. When the inspector
read them there it was said by one
who was present that he used high
Dutch, low Dutch ami jack and game
Dutch in expressing the leeling that
overcame him:

"'To the Mining Inspector Dear
Sir: I regret to have to report two
trifling accidents.
