pleting the work in three hours. The
intense heat, prostrating Chalrman
Hanny, he not only ent short his own
spoech, but also those of others, and
then dispatched business with utmost
spead,

named the full state ticket, adopted its
declaration of prineiples, endorsed
Foraker ag the Republican ecandidate
for re-cloction ns United States Seni-
tor, completed the party organization
for the camprign and trangacted othes
business,

Of the seven nominations therg wer'e
only tliree fiew men, and one of thess,
Nippert, for Lieutenant Governor, was
nominated without opposition, after
Lientenunt Governor Caldwell declin-
ed a renomination,

ston were re-nominated for a second
term without opposition, There were
