Report of County Auditor.

The county auditor’s office has just
completed a financial report to the
State Bureau of Inspeéction and Sup-
ervision that containg some facts and
figures that are of interest to all pub-
lic spirited citizens; we like to know
how much money we pay for our gov-
ernment and how the money we pay
i expended. W'Z‘ha\'e condensed the
report somewhat but
have been left out.

The popu'ation or Fulton county
according to the census of 1910 was
23,913 and the taxable valuation of
the county for the year 1812 was
$36,385,770. There was collected dur-
ing the year ending ~sugust 31et, 1013,
on special assessment for road pur,
poses, $79,459.38 and for ditech pur-
poses 12,859.66 making a total of
special assessment taxes of $92,319.04
in addition to the ordinary taxes for
al! purposes which amounted to §93,-
401.15; in addition to this the county
received from miscellaneous eollec-
tions, $20,257.50, sale of bonds and
remiumz and from the ordinary esl-
ections such ag fees of county of-
ficers, fines, costs, stenographer’s feos,
infirmary receipts and interest paid
by depositaries, $24.84259, making
the grand total receipts for county,
funds $230,820.27. A balance bn
hand on September 1st, 1912, swells
this total to $283,886.91 and the to-
tal expenditures for this period were
$211,808.69, leaving the auditor's hal-
ance on September 15t, 1913, §72-
078.22. _

During this same period there was
collected and paid over to other eivil
divisions $242,061.73. The part of
the report which will probablv most
interest the' taxpayers of the county
is that which shows how the $211.-
808.69 was expended. The first item
is for advertising; the amount ex-
pended for this purpose was $H60.42;
nineteen assessors of personal prop-
erty were paid $1,479.00 and eight
assistant assessors were paid $174.00,
making the total cost of appraising
the personal property of the® county
for the year 1913, $1,653.00. For new
